WVHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the sixth day of
the month of July, 1933, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa, you were

held and constrained to appear. INow KNOW YE, that for divers causes and con-
siderations, and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving
Subjects, We have thought fit by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for
Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the tîme aforesaid,
hereby convoking and by these Presents enjoining you and each of you, that on
Tuesday, the fifteenth day of the month of August, 1933, you meet Us, in our
Parliament of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the
state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada and thcrein to do as may seem
necessary. HEREIN FAIL NOT.

IN TESTIMONY WHiFRFF We have caused t-hese Our Letters to be made
Patent and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS:

of Saint Michael and Saint George, f ormerly Captain in Our Territorial
Army, Govemnor General and Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion
of Canada.

AT OUR GOvERNMENT HousE, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our said Dominion,
this twenty-sixth day of June, in the year of Our Lord one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-three and in the twenty-fourth year of Our
Reign.
