Mr. KING (Huron): I would be sat-
isfied if the Prime Minister would bring
down the two agreements that are in ex-
istence between Charles M. Hays, of the
Grand Trunk Railway Company, and the
trainmen.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Two agree-
ments, my hon. friend says?

Mr. KING (Huron): Yes.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: The Govern-
ment will undertake to endeavour to obtain
those agreements for my hon. friend. Will
that satisfy him in regard to this motion?

Mr. KING (Huron): Yes.
Motion agreed to.

He suggested
to me that such as were brought down
would be entirely sufficient. But I shall
be indeed glad to let my hon. friend see
the entire file, including those to which I
have just referred, if he desires to do so.
