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10 the United States berrnes whichi otherwise
would go to waste in the province of British
Columbia. then I do flot think anyone in the
government or in this bouse would take the
position tbat. these bernies must be aliowed
10 spoil in tbe fields instead of being shipped
to soeione. somewbere, who wculd utilize
thei~n and pay the producers for tbem.

On t be ot ber hand I --houid like to cmn-
phiasizo the faot that a market for S02 bias
been repre>ented to us as most important to
the botry growors of Britihb Colunmbia. andl I
repeat that one cf tiiose xvbo Lavxc been mo-.t
ardent in rnaking these represect.xtions is the
hon. imember for Fraser Valley. That is onir
natural. sirce as hie lias stated this afternoon
hie i îpreeîth~e berrv growers. So I would
say tb it anvtbing tbe dopartment bas said
or' done in 'regard to tbe matter lias been
witb the i w of protecting tbe position of
the betty groeos of B3ritish Columbia. As
far as wc are concernied at the momcnt the
growers xxiii ho iii a position to iake Up
their toit mi;idý a, to wie.tber thev wisb to
sbip fi%, buodi-d tous of bernies to tbe
Uihted S'ta tus.

I bave net the information upon which
te hase any statement; thereforo I icove
titat matter te be discussed bv others xvho
bave bbe information at hand. As far as lthe
marketing cf these berries is cccceî'ned. iîcw-
ever. ce dopartment cf the gcvcrnment is
going te de anything xviii xvii make it
even possible for bernies te rot unconsumed
in the filds cf tue province cf British
Colutnbiaî.

Thon, in tbe cenciuding
part cf bis remarks lie pcinted exil tbat from
the furtiier information lie bad it would seem
as titeugli lucre xvcre ample barrels and ample
crates. Te mc lucre is a confliet cf view in
xxial ho lias said.
