IMMIGRATION-JAPANESE

Mr. Green:
1. Are persons of the Japanese race being per-

mitted to enter Canada from Japan?
2. If so, what group, or groups of such persons

are given permission to enter Canada?

Mr. Maybank: Readmission or admission
into Canada of persons of Japanese origin is

[Mr. Speaker.]

granted only to those who fail within the
followîng categories:

(a) Those whose dlaim to Canadian citizen-
ship is established and who are admissible
to Canada as a matter of right under the
Immigration Act;

(b) Those who have established that they
possess Canadian domicile and who are
admissible as returning residents;

(c) Those who wish to enter Canada for
temporary and approved purposes.

The total number involved is very smnall.
Persons readmissible under the law are
required ta produce acceptable evidence of
their right ta readmission. Temporary admis-
sions are restricted to students and delegates
to approved conferences whose admission
would be of assistance in the democratic
re-education of Japan and wbose visits
abroad are approved by supreme commander
allied powers.

INCOME TAX-REFUNDABLE PAYMENTS

Mr. Bradshaw:
1. On what basis are refundable income tax psy-

ments to be made during the fiscal year ending
March 31 next, and what amounit of such payrnents
will be made during the said current year?

2. For what year or years is refundable excess
profits taxes owing to corporations belng repald
during the sa±d fiscal year?

3. What is the total amount of such payments and
in respect to what year or years is it being repaid?

1. Cheques for the 1943 and 1944 refund-

able portion of income tax for individuals
have been issued in an estimated amount of
$250,570,941 and will be distributed by March
31, 1949.

2. 1943.
3. The 1943 excess profits tax, corporation

refundable portion, is due and payable by
March 31, 1949. Until assessments are comn-
plete, no accurate figure is available but it is
estimated that the total will be approximately
$65 million. In addition, there is an estimated
amount of $2,800,000 payable ta individuals
on account of excess profits tax refundable
portion.
