EDUCATION

REQUEST FOR NATIONAL CONFERENCE ON XJNFORM
STANDARDS AT PRIMARY ANI) SECONDARY LEVELS

Mr. Louis-Roland Comeau (South Western Nova)
moved:

That, In the opinion of this House, the government 0i Canada
should consider the advisability of taklng the Initiative in
securing ta collaboration of the provinces Ini the convening of
a national conference on uniforma standards in primnary and
secondary education.

He said: Hon. members wrnl recail that this subi ect was
debated on March 2, 1970. I do not intend to repeat the
arguments that were put f orward then, nor do I intend to
repeat my own arguments. However, I amn very con-
cerned about this matter, and it is for that reason I have
again included this motion on the Order Paper in this
session.

Last year the motion was talked out, and it will proba-
bly receive the same treatment this year. But if I can
achieve one purpose, that is to get the provinces along
with the federal governmnent, but particularly the prov-
inces, to look at this problem and ta consider it at any
future conferences, then I will have achieved samething.
Sa I arn certainly glad to have another opportunity ta
debate this matter. It is a very important matter because
it affects bath youth and the movement of familles. This
debate also gives me an apportunity to respond ta some
of the objections raised by hon. members i the last
debate on this subi ect. At that time, some hon. members
f elt, for one reason or another, that they could flot sup-
port the motion while others f elt they could. So, my
argument today will be a rebuttal of the arguments put
forward by hon. iembers on March 2, as recorded at
page 4242 of Hansard of that date.

I wish ta make it very clear that I believe educational
matters are the respansibility of the provinces. Section 93
of the British North Anierica Act sets tis down very
clearly. I arn not advocating that the federal governent
take over tis responsibility. The motion simply cails for
the convening of a conference for the specific purpose of
trying ta work out a deal whereby our students wrnl not
lose credits by moving froma provinoe ta province. I amn
simply advocating a greater co-aperatian between prov-
inces rather than that the federal gavernmnent take aver
education because, while education is a provincial matter,
surely we agree that the federal government is also
involved in it. Grants and loans are made ta the prov-
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
