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I wish 1 had more time at my disposai in order to outline
several other points I have in mind, but let me say in
conclusion that there is no way I could support this bill in
its present form. Let me refer to a brochure I have bef ore
me under the heading of "Richardson Securities of Cana-
da" under the date of December, 1973. 1 am not sure
whether this has been published under the authority of
the Minister of National Defence (Mr. Richardson), but it
states in part:

It appears appropriate at this timne ta consider the need for
co-operation rather than confrontation. Recent government
actions, which have been based on short-termn expediencies, have
been disruptive enough in themnselves, but the manner in which
they have heen handled is even more disconcerting.

1 am pleased to have had the opportunity to be involved
in this debate, and I conclude by suggesting that the
problem facing this goverfiment is one of consultation.
There are clauses in this proposed bill that need clarifica-
tion, but over-all and in an overriding way there is a need
for provincial consultation before going any further with
this measure.

Mr. Depu-ty Speaker: Is the House ready for the
question?

An hon. Memnber: Let's caîl it ten o'clock.

Mr'. Deputy Speaker: The hon. member for Témis-
camingue (Mr. Caouette) has already spoken during this
debate. Is the hon. member rising on a point of order?

rise on a point of order. Since we have wasted enough time
playing this stupid game for the Progressive Conserva-
tives who are striving for political capital, may I caîl it ten
o'clock.

put the question?

Sorne hon. Memnbers: Question.

(Mr. Macdonald). Is it the pleasure of the House to adopt
the said motion.

Borne hon. Memnbers: Agreed.

An hon. Memnber: On division.
Motion agreed to, bill read the second time and referred

to the Standing Committee on National Resources and
Public Works.
