In view of the decision of the American government to
buiid in Bangor, Washington, a Trident nuclear submarine
base whose power may suggest that the United States
intend to establish there a first-rate striking force, which
threatens to give a new impulse to the dangerous escala-
tion of the arms race, and since the Canadian Minister of
National Defence (Mr. Richardson) bas just stated that he
was in favour of such a decision which, in his opinion,
wouîd prevent a nuclear war, when studies indicate that
world-wide military expenses to ensure peace are expected
to reach $300 billion in 1976, 1 move, seconded by the hon.

That the House examine right now the position Canada should
defend on disarmament in accordance with the attitude a]ready taken
by our governinent on mnany occasions and particularly at the disarma-
ment conference so that our country continue to play honestly an
important role in the matter of disarmament, as the Canadian Associa-
tion for the United Nations has juat urged.
