REQUEST FOR EXTENSION 0F HOME INSU LATION PROGRAM TO
CONSERVE ENERGY MOTION UNDER S.O 43

Mr. John C. Crosbie (St. John's West): Mr. Speaker, 1 rise
under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a matter of
urgent and pressing necessity. The matter of urgent and
pressing necessity concerns the announcement by the Minister
of Energy, Mines and Resources (Mr. Gillespie) several weeks
ago that special programs of assistance were offered ta the
province of Prince Edward Island amounting in value to $1 1.5
million, and to Nova Scotia amounting in value to $63 million,
to help with home insulation and to help industrial and com-
mercial users conserve power, which offer of federal assistance
was made to those provinces only on the basis that these were
the provinces most highly dependent on oil-fired steam power
for electrical energy production and therefore most requiring
special assistance.

Since the net generation of electricity from now on in the
province of Newfoundland and Labrador must be by thermal
means, since the cost of heating oil in Newfoundland is
substantially higher than in Prince Edward Island or Nova
Scotia, and since the economic position of Newfoundland
residents considering per capita personal income, the cost of
living and other factors is at about the same level as that of
citizens of Prince Edward Island but considerably lower than
that of citizens of Nova Scotia so that their needs are even
greater with respect of energy and other costs, 1 move, second-
