REQUEST FOR INTRODUCTION 0F ENERGY TAX CREDIT

Right Hon. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Madam
Speaker, my question is to the Minister of Finance who will
know that the annual inflation rate is now at 12 per cent. the
highest in the Iast six years. He wilI also know that while the
Government of Canada preoccupies itself with constitutional
and other questions, this increase in inflation is hitting hardest
at lower and middle-income Canadians. Earlier in this session
the Minister of Finance refused to bring in any action of relief,
an energy tax credit or anything of that kind. In light of the
fact that fuel oil costs for homes have gone up 37 per cent over
last year, will the minister now consider bringing in an energy
tax credit or some other means of relief for Canadians who are
suffening from the government's failure to deal with economic
policy and to deal with inflation?

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Deputy Prime Minister and
Minister of Finance): Madam Speaker, the Leader of the
Opposition referred to a concern about the Constitution. 1
remind him that for the last weeks the House has dealt almost
exclusively with economic matters through a number of tax
bills that were before the House. Therefore I am surpnîscd at
the Leader of the Opposition suggesting there has not been
ample opportunity to deal with or that we have flot been
concerned with economic questions. 1 have no intention of
introducing the energy tax credit proposaI which had been part
of my predecessor's budget because it would do little good for
the Canadian people in the prescrnt circumstances. For exam-
pie, the first benefit would only have been available in March,
1982.
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
