such as dbut not limited to the sub jects of
land ownership, leasing, trusts, ete., the
doing of business by foreign companies, the
holding of shares in domestiec countries, trade,
occupations, residence (not including the
individual right of entry) and schooling.

By "Pacific countries" we understand all
the countries or territorial areas represented
at the conference by respective groups as they

shall eventually be defined.

Purpose and Need of the Investigation: The

treatment of aliens is a frequent cause of inter=-
national ill-feeling. A thorough knowledge of

the legal status of aliens is the first step

towards a consideration whether this cause of
ill-feeling can be Temoved or rendered less
