RULES GOVERNING
THE WAR GAME

WASHINGTON, April 21.—The rules
under "which Admiral Badger's battle-
ships may attack Vera Cruz or Tam-
pico. are laid down strictly by inter-
national law, adopted by the civilized
nations of the world at the second
peace conference held at The Hague,
in 1907. The rulés follow:

“Article xxv.: The attack or bom-
gardment, by whatever means, of
towns, villages or bulldings, which are
undefended, s prohibited.

“Article xxvi.: The officer in com-
mand of an attacking force must, be-
fore commencing a bombardment, ex-
cept in cases of assault,do all in his
power to warn the authorities,

“Article xxvii.: In sieges and bom-
bardments all necessary steps must
ibe taken to spare, so far as possible,
buildings dedicated to religion, art,
science or charitable’ purposes, historic
monuments, hospitalg and places where
the elck and wounded are collected,
provided that they are not being used
at the time for military purposes. It
i the duty of ‘the besgieged to''indicate
‘the presence of such buildings or
places by distinctive and . visible
gigns.”
