He had even gone so far as to say
that two or three clerks could do all
the work of the department. At that
time Sir Richard Cartwright had been
looking for a portfolio in the incoming

- Ministry, but not the subordinate one

-that had been assigned to him.

The
country had a right to know his in-
tentions before any money was grant-
ed. The only explanation was that
he had been working for another .'port-
folio and did not know anything about
the subordinate position he was :called
upon to fill. |He called upon either
Mr. Laurier or Sir Richard Cart-
wright to explain their intentions re-
garding the department which they
had strongly deprecated and ridiculed.

After some further cross-firinggibe-
tween Mr. Lauriér and Mr, Foster,
Mr. Laurier admitted that the Opposi- |
tion of last session had denounced the
existence of the Department of Trade
and Commerce, but claimed that, as 8
Government, they were compelled to
retain it in obedience to the law. Un-
til the law creating the department
was repealed the Government had no
option.

Mr. Foster retorted that the Gov-
ernment could easily have passed an
act at the present session abolishing
uséless departments.

The item was then allowed to pass.

LISTER MAKES A ROW.

James Lister of Lambton precipi-
tated the loudest row that the House
has witnessed ' this session. It was
immediately after the committee had
adopted the item for the Trade and
Commerce Department, in the most
good-natured manner, despite the dis-
cussion which took place upon it. Tt}e
consideration of an item for .ue office
of High Commissioner was taken up.
Everyone was good-natured, Mr. Fos-
;:r remarking that this was Mr. Mc-

ullen’s opportunity. Nothing loth:
the member for North Wellington rose
%to the occasion and said that it was
quite true that the Government had
not seen fit to reduce the amount
asked for by the late Administration.

That was the case with many of the
departments, but if the Opposition
would only possess its soul in patience
1t would see what the new Government
¢ould -do in the way of making reduc-
tions. There was plenty of room for
it in the High Commissioner’s office,
as there-was in nearly all the other
departments of the public service and
he knew that the Government would
carry out its promised reductions.

_ Mr. Foster rose, smilingly, to remark
that the Opposition had heard much
of the doctrine of possessing its soul
in patience, but would like to know
how long the doctrine was likely to
prevail.

Mr. Laurier Agrees With the Principle of

Ottawa, Sept. 10.—(Special.)—There
is considerable amusement here over
the statement in The Globe that the
Liberals’ are anxious to close the ses-
sion of Parliament in two weeks so as
to save the large expense to the coun-
try involved in a sitting extending
over 30 days. The only man on the
Liberal side who is anxious for an

are quite prepared to finish the work
of the session within a month, the
only condition necessary being a rea-

sonable disposition on the part of the
Ministers to convey information to
the House.

CHAIRMEN APPOINTED.

The Railway Committee of the Privy
Council, as constituted under the Gov-
ernment, met this morning, a’large
docket of cases being ready for con-
sideration.

BACKED{ UP MACLEAN’S BILL.

An ‘important delegation represent-
ing ‘the Dominion Board of Legisla-
tion of Railway Employes waited up-
on Mr. Laurier, 8ir Richard Cart-
wright and Sir Henri Joly . to-day.
About 30 delegates were present, com-
prising engineers, conductors, track-

‘'men, firemen and train hands, from

the Atlantic to the Pacific. Mr. Albert

l'were spokesmen. They produced | Mr.

W. F. Maclean’s bill for the irtroduc-
tion of automatic couplers and brakes
and endorsed it in toto. Then they
brought up Mr. Casey’s bill of last ses-
sion and approved of the majority 514
the clauses. They asked for a regu-
lation in the House of rallway em-
ployes, that all cars shall be of a uni-
form height as a safeguard against
accidents in the winter to brakemen,
that suitable ladders should be con-
structed on the sides of the cars for
the :safety of those who climb them,
that ;compensation to the amount of
$3000 should be pald to every railway
employe: permanently, disabled and
several minor details. They also asked
Hamilton
should be appointed to a seat in the
Senate as representative of raflway
men, the idea being that the Govern-
ment would then have at hand a man
capable of offering them advice in all
matters connected with railway legis-
lation. They also asked for the ex-
clusion of the Chinese and for the
enactment of a retaliatory measure
against the United States to keep out
American labor as is now practised
against Canada.
THE PREMIER'S OPINIONS,

Mr. Laurier replied briefly to their
requests, stating that he had nothing
but the amplest gratitude to' express
for the way in which the claims had
been presented. The, feeling existing
between the employes and the com-
panies seemed to be of a most cordial
nature, and in this we have reason 10
be thankful that the bane and curse
of other countries is mot found in Can-
ada. In the main, he was most favor-
ably disposed to what had been sub-
mitted. Mr. Maclean’s and Mr.
Casey’s bills would be favorably con-
gidered. The principle was sound and
acceptable, providing for the protec-
tion of the labor classes. He con-
sidered it a blot upon our institutions
that laboring men of any class f,houlg
be kept out of their just pay for 17
months at a time, and if a company
is not able to pay its hands thelr
daily remuneration it will not be toler-
ated. The remedy will have to be
found for the same. Mr. Laurier also
spoke of the Chinese lmmigrat!on
question as one for which a soluticn
must be found. As regaris tac uiDi-
that they sought nothing more than
the Ontario Act, and if the Dominion
has the power of legislation on the
subject he saw no reason why the law
should not be extended to every pro-
vince. Then as regards the alien labor
law he still had hope of being able
to induce Americans to extend to
Canadians what is their plain birth-
right, and if this is not obtainable
we will give them the same Imeasure
of treatment that is accorded to us
and the medicine will be exactly what
they have themselves prepared.

HRVEY TRRESTED AN

A Sheaf of New. Charges

Have Been Sworn Out

BY THE CIVIC AUTHORITIES

Against the Defaulting Ex-Treasurer
of the Royal City.

The Hand of the Attormey-Gemeral of
Ontario 1s in 1t Now in the Interests of
the Ratepayers of Guelph—-Harvey
Again Gets Out on Bafl, Which Was In-
creased to $10,000 Sareties—-Up in Court
Yesterday.

Guelph, Ont., Sept. 10.—(Special)—For
some time past the Crown officers aud-the
city solicitors have been preparing new
charges against E. Harvey, the defaulting
treasurer of the city. On Tpesday noon
Harvey was quletly arrested by Chlef of
Police Randall, who swore out the neeces-
sary information before Magistrate Saun-
ders, and a warrant was granted for Har-
vey's arrest. After his arrest he was
taken to the Police Court and, owing to
his friends being absent, he was unable
to secure bail till late in the evening. His

The long-looked-for opinion of Christo-
pher Robinson, Q.C., upon the vexed -ques-

entitled to demand payment of extra mile-
age by the Toronto Rallway Company if
iSunday cars are run has been reccived.
Mr. Robinson has for many years occupied
‘the position of 'consulting or advisory coun-
sel for the Corporation, and in such office
has enjoyed the respect and confidence of
the community. Probably one reason .for
this Is the fact that the result, when his
advice has been followed by the Corpora-
‘tion, has been pre-eminently satisfactory.
It did not; however, come alone, as accom-
panying it was the opinion of 8, H. Blake,
Q.C. -

The two documents are well worth per-
usal. Two more diametrically opposed
opinions upon the same question could not
be found, 5

The City ‘Council is now' In the position
that its own legal adviser, who has for
years been its bulwark ii many a hard-
fought battle, tells it in the most couclus-
ive manner that It _has mno right to exact
additional mileage, and in this opinion he
‘is supported by such eminent legal lights
as Charles Moss, Q.C., and B. B. Osler,
Q.C. On the other hand, Mr. Blake stands
alone, except for the opinion of Mr. Rob-
inson’s junior in the city service, which
lopinion it, has been suspected was not
given unti]l after the giver bad consulted
other legal authority.

AN EMPHATIC OPINION,

There is a marked difference In style be-
tween the two opinions. Mr. Robinson an-
swers the questions submitted to him In
plain, conecise, emphatic terms, and those
answers are agalnst thae contention of the
Mayor, - which was so strongly supported
by Ald. Hallam (who did not succeed In
his effort to get in on the “ground Hoor"),
Lamb, Scott and R. H. Graham. He first
deals with the questions submitted to him
in a general way, giving his reasons for
the stand he takes, and then, in con-
clusion, he categorically answers the ques-
tions submitted to bim.

AMBIGUOUS AND UNSATISFACTORY.

Mr. Blake’s opinion, on the other hand,
requires a lot of study. It is not as clear
| throughout as It might be, and in some
respects is gdite ambiguous. The only
question upon which he agrees with Mr,
Robinson ‘is that which asserts the neces-
sity for an agreement between the ¢lty
and railway company before a vote can
be taken. But even in this he disagrees
as to detalls. As an instance of the straw
obstacles which his legal mind discerns
may be mentioned that of increased remune-
ration to the men for Synday work and the
compelling of men who bhave worked six
days in the week to work on Sunday.

A JURY'S PLEA FOR MERCY

One 'more witness was
called for the Crown, when the defence
was opened by Mr, Osler. Mr. Clute
then replied, His Lordship charged the
jury, and court adjourned at 1 o’clock.

The
grandfather came up and the boys
walked off; he followed: them, and then
Prentiss said he would shoot him if
he came further, The old man kept
on;»when, according to the evidence
put in yesterday, Prentiss fired at him.
The gun was loaded with .shot and
tore a terrible gap In Lingard’'s left
side. He died almost instantly.
