Herie Bald went high 
on the banking and came like a flash, 
Loughead taking Kiser up the hill, Bald 
getting the pole. He looked like a sure 
winner a few yards from the tape, but 
Kiser jumped In and beat him out by a 
tire's width, with Loughead and Cooper 
close up.
