It may be contrary to 
piacticej it may not agree with precon­
ceived .ideas, but It is a fact nevertheless, 
that there is no known means by which 
communications may be sent at less actual 
cost than by telegraph. A mall or a let­
ter cannot be conveyed by railway or ocean 
steamer without the consumption of coal 
and expenditure on machinery, on oil, in 
wages and other things to keep the train or 
strip In motion. The expenditure Is con­
stant for every hour, and continuous for 
every mile. The circumstances are en­
tirely different in the case of the tele­
graph; when once established, equipped 
with Instruments and manned by operators, 
messages may be transmitted one hundred 
or one thousand miles, with as much ease 
and ait no greater actual cost than- one 
mile.
