Laborer’s Desth Caused by Working
Under High Pressure,

New York, Nov. 25—Bdaward Con-
roy, a caisson worker, died at the Har~
lem Hospital last night from what the
doctors called “tuberculosis,” 'Accord-
ing to the man’s wife, the family phy=
sician said Conroy had been suffering
from bronchitis, At the hospitai it was
also said that the man had what is
known as “the bends,” or “calsson dis-
eage.”

POPE SEES ENGLISH PILGRIMS.

Address Presented on British Educna-
tional Law Soon to Come in Force,

Rome, Nov. 25,—~The Pope to-day re-
ceived an English pilgrimage, which,
with the British residents of Rome, in-

cluding the Duchess of Newcastle,
numbered more than three hundred
persons. They were introduced by the
