Henry .J. Lawson, another company
promoter, was also arrested to-day in
connection with the Hooley charge.

They were charged with de-
frauding A. J. Payne of $50,000, by
selling him shares of Siberian gold |
mines and other worthless concerns.

Bail for Hooley was fixed at $40,-
000, which was immediately given.
