Proud of being able to render such
assistance to his holiness, the vietim
boasted of the matter to her incredu-
lous neighbors, with the result that
Kock was shortly afterwards arrested.

AUTOMATIC COOKING,

and Fuel

For facilitating the cooking of food
a new and ingenious device has been
introduced in Germany. It is called
the ‘‘cooking-chest,” and consists of a
simple box fitted with a lid, and made
as nearly airtight as possible.

After heing cooked over the fire for
about a quarter of the usual time, the
food is placed in this chest, which is
filled with heat-retaining material,
such as wood shavings, sawdust, hay,
straw, or even waste paper. The lid 's
closed, and without further super-
vision, the chest, in the language of
advertisement, “does the rest,” in the
way of completing the cooking.

The devite can be utilized for the
purpose .of keeping food warm, the
process of cooling down taking place
so slowly that a pot of soup, for in-
stance, put when boiling into the chest,
would still be warm enough for the
table at the end of 24 hours.

Altogether, comments The Frankfur-
ter Zeftung, in describing the invention,
the cooking-chest is a most useful ar-
ticle in the hands of the intelligent
housewife, who can adapt it to her
own purposes. At the same time, it is
a great economizer of time and fuel.
