Two reliable chauffeurs and a first- 

class mechanic are wanted for home 
services in the mechanical transport 
section of the Canadian Army Service 
Corps at Carling Heights Camp. A 
notice In camp orders today states that 
they must be category C., that is, unfit 
for overseas service.

A consoling message to those who 
have experienced the horrors of war 
through the bereavement of relatives 
at the front was delivered by J. W. 
Dawson, promoter of athletics of 
Queen’s University, Sunday afternoon 
at the Y. M. C. A. Auditorium.

Mr. Dawson portrayed the feelings of 
the Jews when asked to sing their 
national songs while in slavery, as sim­
ilar to the emotions of the parents and 
relatives of men who have died in 
France, when adtised to bear up under 
their burden of sorrow. The experience 
of the enslaved Jews is similar to the 
experience of those who have suffered 
through the loss of loved ones, Mr. 
Dawson said. Life loses its glamor, and 
the clouds which appears simultane­
ously over the news of the death of a 
loved one assumes th-e aspect of per­
manency. However, in sorrow, death 
and devastation a sublime ray of light 
appears on the horizon of happiness. 
The gleam of hope nourished by human 
sympathy and tenderness becomes 
brighter, and in time even those who 
have suffered seemingly unbearable 
losses arrive at the conclusion that 
there is reason for song and joyousness. 
The power of song under certain cir­
cumstances is as great as the power 
of law.

“When the chariots of war sound In 
our ears the noise is accompanied by 
the wail of vice," Mr. Dawson declared. 
"Men who have promised to love and 
cherish women break their vows, and 
wives and mothers are dragged down to 
the depths of sin in this chaos, who, in 
normal times, would have continued 
their unsullied lives. However, the un­
fortunates who succumb to the dictates 
of Armageddon are few compared to 
those who conquer temptations and are 
purified by the mud, and material filth 
of the trenches. War develops atheists. 
Not only the mourners of soldiers are 
apt to discard God, but men who have 
never approached the sound of guns 
become untrue to their God. Here in 
Canada the man who accuses all poll 
ticians of being grafters likewise ac­
cuses God, for he who loses faith In his 
fellowmen also loses faith In the 
Almighty."

‘and it must be faced by us here in 
Canada and in London. We must con­
quer this vice or It will conquer us and 
sap our young manhoj and womanhood, 
leaving us as a nation empty and void 
of strength.

*!|With plainness of speech, the Bible 
lifts up a voice of warning against- 

^every specifes of trangression and 
every form of vice that beset the path’ 
way of mankind.“ going further he said:

Are Not Ignored 
The Bible does not ignore sexual 

vices, but faces them and exposes 
them in all their hideous foulness, and 
does it in language chaste as the sun­
light and terrific as lightning.

Fools may make a mock and jest of 
this sin, but God’s pure word holds 
it up for our moral reprobation as the 
sin upon which, the Almighty God looks 
with least long sufferance.

To ignore vices that wreck and 
ruin the bodies and souls of men, to 
be silent in the presence of evils that 
eat into the social structure, and undo 
the good that home and school and 
church is cherishing, is neither wise 
statesmanship nor good citizenship.

“I am glad that the Women's Insti­
tute took up this question, as it must 
be taken up If we are to conquer it. 
So vilely loathsome is the vice against 
which we are warned that we would 
fain be silent if we dared, but I real­
ize an evil so insidious and deadly, so 
ruinous to body and soul—an evil that 
has wrought such moral havoc in 
human society, and which lifts its foul 
head so defiantly and brazenly In our 
land, needs the clearest speech of ex­
posure and strongest detestation.

Must Be Projected.
Society has the right to protect Itself 

against every vice that assails it. Jt 
has the right to make war on every 
crime that wars against public decency 
and public morality.

The laws of this Dominion as a. whole 
are distinct and clear in their condem­
nation and reprobation of this leprous 
Iniquity.

The intelligence and conscience of this 
Christian nation as registered In its laws 
declare that the traffickers in lust are 
criminals of the deepest dye.

In certain sections of every city, de­
fiant of the Christian conscience of the 
city and in opposition to all Christian 
effort, there stands in unblushing im­
pudence the house of her whose steps 
take hold of hell. Our cities have al­
lowed this monstrous iniquity to exist 
and thrive year after year.

Cities have even consented to par­
ticipate in the crime by taking revenue 
from this systematic- degradation and 
damnation of maidenhood and woman­
hood. Into these swinish precincts the 
youth of the city has been lured to de­
bauchery and death

All Are Affected.
No man lives unto himself, and no 

sin lives to itself. We are so bound 
together in the bundle of life that what 
effects one affects all. You cannot have 
Vice in the alley and virtue on the 
boulevard any more than you can have 
malaria in the cellar and health in the 
parlor.

We quarantine the house where scar­
let fever rages. Shall we not quarantine 
the house where the scarlet sin is 
rampant?

If we have the right to protect our 
families from physical contagion, why 
not from moral infection? So long as 
that iniquitous institution is permitted 
to exist in one district of the city, 
every district of thp city will be fouled 
by its pestiferous exhalations. The 
slum will pour its foulness into the 
-boulevard.

When vice organizes itself into a 
system it becomes a community vice, 
and the community is responsible for 
it. We should think more than we 
do of community vice, corporate re­
sponsibility and social morality. A city 
sins when it tolerates the open vices of 
those who choose to be vicious. ,EviI 
becomes rampant because of the apathy 
and indifference of its citizens to moral 
conditions.

Blot On Civilization.
The white slave trade is one of the 

foulest blots on our modern civilization.
The regulation, colonization and segre­

gation of this damnable tefeffle in 
vice must be done away with. I affirm 
that “he who with e> es open permits 
wrong to be done without protest and 
resistance up to the limit of his power 
is responsible for the sum total of that 
wrong. Nothing can be civically right 
which is morally wrong."

We are under no obligation to toler­
ate this organized traffic in vice any 
longer. Reason as well as religion, 
patriotism as well as piety, demand- its 
extenction. To permit conscienceless 
men and women to continue this traffic 
in the lowest vice humanity can imagine, 
making wealth out of the massacre of 
maidenhood, Is the climax of moral 
idiocy and civic imbecility. ,

The awakened civic conscience de­
mande that this compact with vice must 
forever cease.

If ten men could have saved Sodom,
I declare there is moral virility enough 
In this city to stand by the officials in 
every earnest, determined effort they 
may institute toward the utter suppres­
sion of commercialized vice in our 
midst.

. Blames Officials.
If our officials had done their duty, 

they would not have permitted those 
women of ill-repute to raid our camps 
as they did. The evil can be stamped 
out. My experience in fighting vice 
and crime in western cities leads me 
to this affirmation. There is enough 
moral conscience in every city to clean 
it up and keep it clean, provided you 
can unify and focus it.

There is much said about the bad 
moral çonditions in England, but our 
duty is to clean up our own cities. And 
it can be done.

The United States has taken precau­
tions and formed a wide zone around 
each camp, and cities near the camp 
must help to keep the camps safe. 
Every home, every school, every col­
lege. every church, every synagogue, 
every woman’s club, every decent or­
ganization of every kind in the city is 
and must be eternally and unalterably 
against this cancerous iniquity. »

The intelligence and conscience of 
this city is of high enough grade to 
warrant the authorities to go forward 
and adopt the most stringent and 
strongest measures for the suppres­
sion and annihilation of this traffic.
