ALLIED FORCES HAVE OCCUPIED ZEEBRUGGE

FLIGHT 
AND CAMDRAI

MOST GLORIOUS DAY FOR 
THE ALLIES SINCE THE 

BATTLE OF THE MARNE
Capture of Lille, Douai and Os tend Fittingly Terminates the 

Great Battle of Three Months Duration.
Paris, Oct. 18.—Lille, Douai and 

Ostend, three great cities, have been 
delivered from the enemy. This Is the 
most glorious day for the Allies since 
the battle of the Marne, and it fittingly 
terminates a wonderful battle of three 
months, which was opened by Gen. Man- 
grin’s victorious counter-offensive on 
July 18.

Many cities hpiK' been liberated and 
hundreds of square miles of territory 
retaken. The results have been splen­
did. But the victory in Belgium is not 
nil. The British, south of Le Gateau, 
have broken into the German positions 
and now threaten the Hunding line. 
The whole German defence system east­
ward to the Meuse is in peril.

Sapping Foe’s Defences.
As the first result of forcing the 

Germans back to the Ghent-Lournai- 
Valenciennes line during yesterday's 
fighting has been to sap the enemy’s 
defences before they have been able to 
reach them further south, without ex­
aggeration It may be said that the 
prospects of the future are even more 
important than the actual results at­
tained, splendid though they may be.

Thf road to Brussels is open. Accord­
ing to latest advices the French and 
Belgian armies are advancing rapidly 
towards Bruges and Ghent. The capture 
of Ostend makes it possible to land re­
inforcements and throw heavy forces 
against the extreme right of the German 
army.

The Belgian coast ports, says the 
Daily Telegraph, in referring to the I 
German withdrawal from the channel j 
coast, were symbols of the enemy's U- 
boat campaign and the threat to Great 
Britain. The evacuation of these places, 
it adds, is doubly humiliating and mor­
ally ruinous for the authors of the war.

Best Day of War.
The Daily Mail, after describing 

Thursday as the best dôy of the war, 
says that by the rescue of Lille the 
British nation and army have been able 
In some measure to repay the debt they 
owe to France, adding:

"It is equally glorious that the British 
navy lias been able to rescue Ostend 
and to restore to King Albert and his 
people the coast for which they battled 
so long."

The peril of Germany, the Mall con­
tinues, is increased by the danger in 
the Balkans to Germany’s' allies by the 
continued advance of the Serbs, Italions 
and French.

The Daily Express refers to the Ger­
man cessation of devastation in retreat 
as "another move to the Wilson line.”

"The whole British nation," the 
Times says, "will be glad it has been 
the privilege of the British troops to 
hand back Lille to France."

The Times adds: "Germany’s belated 
abandonment of the practices of bar­
barism is the outcome of allied protests, 
but it cannot be forgotten that hun­
dreds of towns and villages have been 
savagely wrecked. The wicked process 
of deportation must also cease, and the 
unhappy people already carried c-ff must 
be returned."

LILLE INHABITANTS EMBRACED 
TROOPS WHICH DELIVERED THEM 

FROM CLUTCHES OF THE HUN
People of Great City in a Deli rium of Joy at Entrance of the 

British—Their Enthusias m Was Unbounded When 
Informed of the Wond erful Allied Victories.

P-irls, Oct. 18.—"I have Just wit­
nessed the most touching spectacle of 
my life. The whole city, in a delirium 
of joy, was ready to throw itself upon 
us, the first to enter Lille," telegraphs 
the war correspondent of the Petit 
Journal from that city.

"Tonight at 9 o’clock, near Armen- 
tleres, an officer shouted to us 'Lille Is 
taken.' We speeded our auto on the 
road of vifctory. Two miles from Lille, 
twx> young girls ran out in front of our 
auto, crying amid sobs of joy: 'They 
have gone: they have gone. Vivent les 
Anglais, vive la France.’

We went a little further and then a 
huge shell hole obliged us to abandon 
our machine and proceed on foot. Two 
more girls who had run out of the city 
to meet their deliverers sooner, cried, 
while tears streamed down their cheeks: 
•They won’t come.’

A hack appeared and we got In, but a 
crowd, every member of which was 
weeping, seized us. One man climbed on 
our shoulders. Another shouted to us, 
‘My name is Gulselin. I am city counsel­
lor. The Germans offered me a million 
to betray my country. The cowards! 
The cowards!" and then he burst into 
sobbing.

Embraced Deliverers.
"Carried by the crowd, we arrived at 

the city hall. Deputy Mayor Baudor. 
stood at the door. When we entered 
everyone rushed to embrace us.

An old man, with white hair, stood 
with a violin, at the top of the grand 
staircase and played the 'Marseillaise.' 
Outside the crowd seethed like a sea. 
We were the first messengers from the 
motherland.

" ‘Speak, speak to us,” they cried. We 
opened the windows and told of our vic­
tory. A shout went up that filled the 
city. We told of the Bulgarian capitu­
lation. Again the cheers rang out. We 
told of the Turkish promise to quit

the war and again the crowd cheered. 
Then we told them that President Wil­
son had refused to grant an armistice 
and demanded Emperor William’s head. 
The crowd in a frenzy tosed everything 
it could lay hands on into the air.

120,000 Left In Lille.
At the prefecture, the acting prefect, 

M. Regnier, embraced us and there was 
a fresh outburst of cheering from the 
crowd. It was for Mayor Delsalle and 
for his son, a French officer of the 
Legion of Honor, and wearing the War 
Cross. This officer, an aviator, heard 
at 11 o’clock that the city had been 
freed. He leaped into his machine, flew 
quickly to Lille and landed in the Place 
de Theatre. Alighting, he rushed home 
to his father.

His was the first French uniform the 
liberated citizens had seen and the sight 
of it increased their delirium of joy.

"There remain 120,000 Inhabitants in 
Lille. The Germans had carried off all 
the male population more than fourteen 
years of age. The city is not greatly 
damaged and the public building are in­
tact."

Calgary, Oct. 18.—With summonses on 

five strikers from the Ogden shops of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, the first 
cases under the new Dominion order- 
in-council will be called in the city po­
lice court today. The men, whose names 
are W. J. Evans, George A. Tulloch, D. \ 
D. Davidson, W. A. Groves and Thomas 
McLaughlin are accused of unlawfully 
going on strike on account of a dispute 
with the company, without having first 
had recourse to the industrial disputes 
act. The summonses were served Thurs­
day afternoon, the information being 
sworn by Major Fitz Horrigan, superin­
tendent here of the Royal North-west 
Mounted Police. Contrary to expecta­
tions, no action was taken today against 
the striking civic employees, 200 of 
whom went out today, or their leaders. 
The municipal strike has so far on’y 
affected some 200 men, and it Is not 
anticipated it will spread to a much 
greater extent unless the employees ot 
the street railway, which is owned by 
the city, joins. They have already 
threatened to do this, and it is possible 
that the strike leaders may be holding 
them back as a trump card to play in 
case their earlier efforts should not be 
successful. The full situation will not, 
however, develop until the cases of the 
men already summoned are called in 
police court.

BLAMES THE WAR DIET
Lack of Sugar Regarded as 

One of Principal Causes 
of Epidemic.

NEWS SPREAD RAPIDLY 
IN THE FRENCH CAPITAL.

Paris. Oct. 18.—-News of the deliver­
ance of LMle spread rapidly in Paris, 
arousing deep and quiet joy. Flags were 
hung out on all sides and a crowd of 
refugees from the Lille region paraded 
•to the Lille statue in the Place Con­
corde, where they sang the "Marseil- 

; laise" and decorated the statue with 
j allied flags.
I Numbers of refugees waited most of 
the day Thursday at the offices of the 
committee in charge of the refugees of 
the department of the Nord on the 
chance that news of the evacuation of 
Lille would be received. When a mes­
senger arrived with the glad tidings 
tears came into the eyes of the refu­
gees, and many of them wept.

At most of the theatres, the managers 
announced the news to the audiences, 
which rose and sang the "Marseillaise."

10,000 Airplanes at 
Present Time Worth 
500,000 Soldiers

Washington, Oct. 18.—Lord Syden­
ham, British authority on fortifications, 
in a message received today by Major- 
Gen. Kenley, director of military aero­
nautics, says:

"Impress upon your people that 10,000 
airplanes at this juncture are worth 
more than 500,000 troops on the ground 
and will not require nearly so much 
transport. We can bring Germany to 
terms by air force, that is certain."

SITUATION INTOLERABLE.
Buenos Aires, Oct. ,17.—The foreign 

office has received a dispatch from the 
Argentine legation in Berlin, saying 
that the present situation in Germany 
is unendurable.

Chicago, Oct. 18.—Dr. Louis J. Pint, 
former state bacteriologist, and at pres­
ent connected with die research labora­
tory of the University of Chicago, told 
the Chicago Medical Society last night 
that he had succeeded in isolating the 
germs responsible for the influenza epi­
demic which is sweeping the country, 
and that the regulation diphtheria anti­
toxin is an absolute specific for the 
disease.

He said the epidemic was mainly 
caused by the present war diet, and 
especially by the curtailment of the 
usual consumption of sugar. Dr. Pint 
said that he had treated 75 cases with 
the diphtheria anti-toxin without the 
loss of a single case.

British Break Through Hindenburg 
Line Brought German Peace Offer

London, Oct. 18.—The Manchester Guardian’s London 
correspondent learns indirectly, but in a most unquestion­
able way, that a few days ago Marshal Foch told Field Mar­
shal Haig personally that it was the British break through 
the Hindenburg line that brought about the German peace 
offer.

CHARACTERIZE GREAT WORK 

OF GALLANT CANADIAN ARMY
Private in Alberta Regiment R ushed a Formidable Machine 

Gun Nest and Put It Out o f Commission—Quebec Lieu­
tenant Silences Enemy Battery, Allowing Advance That 
Was Temporarily Held Up to Proceed.

HEALTH OFFICIALS 
BELIEVE CREST OF 

THE EPIDEMIC WIL 
SOON BE REACHED

Situation Due to the Spanish 
Influenza Now At Its 

Worst.

MAY CURTAIL BUSINESS
Drastic Precautionary Meas­

ures Now In Use May Be 
Stiffened.

LINEMAN HAD CLOSE 
CALL AND SUFFERED 

SOME SERIOUS CUTS
Pole Broke, Suspended Him 

Over Tracks, and Car 
Bumped Him.

James Malin, 281 Thames street, a 
lineman of the London Street Railway, 
had not only a narrow escape from 
death but one of a most harrowing na­
ture when the London Electric Company 
pole on which he was working at the 
corner of Central avenue and Richmond 
street, about 9:45 this morning, snap­
ped, throwing the pole across the street 
railway wire.

The copper w^re broke, but the one 
I made of steel held, suspending Malin 
! in the air strapped to the pole, while 
. an Oxford car, northbound, bore swiftly 
. down on him.

A woman in the car fainted, and 
Malin asserts that the crew seemed to 
pay all Its attention to her and let the 
car go. He was bumped along the roof 
of the car and considerably bruised and 
cut about the head.

Dr. W. J. Tillmann, who attended 
him, stated this afternoon that he was 
not seriously Injured, although it would 
be some few days before he would be 
out.

With the Canadian Forces, Oct. 17.— 
Better than any general description are 
the bare records of Individual acts of 
gallantry for bringing home to the 
reader the true pictures of conditions 
under which the Canadian corps have 
waged war since September 27 in this 
terrible battle of Cambrai. The follow­
ing cases, gathered almost haphazard, 
are entirely typical of the general char­
acter of the fighting, which frequently 
resolved Itself into single-handed at­
tacks on the enemy stronghold. Neces­
sarily hundreds and thousands more 
must go unrecorded, equally gallant 
though they be. Alberta battalions, 
while attacking the Marcoing line on 
September 28 ran up against heavy un­
cut wire and numerous machine guns. 
A private discovered one of these, 
which was inflicting heavy casualties. 
In the face of point-blank machine gun 
and rifle fire he attacked voluntarily, 
sniping as he went, and then rushed 
this formidable nest, capturing the gun 
and 20 men. In the attack on Bourlon 
Wood, on the previous day, another 
private of the same battalion, when 
heavy rifle fire developed from, the 
quarry, rushed the position alone and 
drove the enemy into a dugout, holding 
them there till help arrived, when 146 
of all ranks, including the battalion 
headquarters staff, were captured. In 
the subsequent fighting on the same 
day this gallant soldier was fatally 
wounded.

Silenced Foe's Guns.
In a night attack by a Quebec regi­

ment on the Marcoing line, a lieutenant 
who had won his Military Medaf in the 
ranks, found his platoon held up by 
machine gun fire from a railway em­
bankment which lay in front of his ob­
jective. Realizing that unless this was 
silenced the entire advance must be held 
up, he called for two volunteers and, 
under continually heavy fire and blind­
ed by flares the enemy was throwing 
up, the little party crawled the entire 
distance. Waiting his chance, he or­
dered bombs to be thrown and rushed 
the position, killing two of the crew 
and capturing the third, the remainder 
falling victims to bombs. Owing to the 
heat caused by their intense fire, he 
was unable to remove the machine 
guns, but after putting them out of ac­
tion he sent back word that the ad­
vance might be resumed.

Took Guns and Prisoners.
While leading his platoon against 

Bourlon wood a lieutenant of a British 
Columbia battalion found himself held 
up by machine gun fire from a sunken 
road. He took his men round the en­
emy's flank and captured the strong-.

hold, killing the crew and capturing one 
officer and ten other ranks, with one 
field grin and four machine guns. Later 
on having passed through our front 
wave his party was checked by a strong 
enemy post south of Bourlon wood. 
Many of his own company by this time 
were casualties. So, gathering together 
a detail from another company, he led 
them in. He rushed the post at once, 
killing the officer and capturing 49 
prisoners with machine guns, pushing 
on to their final objective the party

PRAISES THE NAVY 
FOR GALLANT FEAT 

IN TAKING DSTEND
New York Sun Regards Ex­

ploit As One of Greatest 
In History.

New York, Oct. 18.—In an editorial 
eulogistic of the British navy the New 
York Sun says today:

The British navy reduced Ostend to 
uselessness as a German submarine 
base by as gallant an exploit as the 
history of that great fleet records. Now 
the British navy has occupied this 
pleasant Belgian seaport, and four 
years after its fall to" the Germans it 
is again in the hands of civilized men. 
In March the Germans talked of smash­
ing through to Calais. Even this week 
their heavy guns have once more 
thrown shells into Dunkirk, but now. 
their armies in the north of Belgium 
are in precipitate retreat, if not in 
route, and their hold on the land they 
violated is being broken.

That Albert, the faithful king of de­
voted Belgium, might have the honor 
and the personal gratification of being 
the first to enter each redeemed city 
in his land is the natural wish of all 
who do not forget the picturesque in 
their contemplation of the practical. 
But if he could not lead the forces 
of salvation into Ostend surely their 
vanguard could have no more appro­
priate pioneers than the officers and 
men of the British nary.

Toronto, Oct. 18.—Reports issued in 
many of the larger communities in On­
tario today indicate that the situation 
with regard to Spanish influenza is 
more serious than at any period during 
the raging of the epidemic in the prov­
ince. Deaths since noon yesterday have 
in most cases increased considerably, 
while the number of cases reported 
shows no decline.

Drastic precautionary measures have 
already been enforced in most districts, 
but if the disease remains unchecked, 
medical health authorities will be forced 
to stop all unnecessary gatherings, and 
it is possible that business may also be 
curtailed.

Encouraging news from the east indi­
cating a slight abatement of the epi­
demic is viewed with satisfaction by 
officials here, who believe that before 
long the “crest” will be reached in this 
province.

For the firs:; eighteen days of Octobei 
reports made to the provincial health 
department and undertakers show that 
135 persons have died from influenza 
and 238 from pneumonia. So far there 
have been 13,038 cases of influenza or 
pneumonia reported to the department 
from different sections of Ontario.

Deaths in Toronto sTvce last nlKht 
number 29 and reports from local hos­
pitals give a total of 599 patients as 
compared with 570 yesterday.

85 CASES AT WINDSOR.
Windsor, Oct. 18.—During the last 

twenty-four hours 85 cases of Spanish 
influenza have been reported vO the 
Windsor board of health in addition to 
the thirty cases that were reported be­
fore yesterday at noon.

The number of cases in Hotel Dieu 
Hospital increased during the twenty- 
four hours from 32 to about 40, but the 
exact figures will not be available until 
this afternoon. Of that number only 
about half a dozen are included in the 
number of cases reported to the board 
of health. One doctor alone reported 
25 cases and two others reported 15 and 
16 cases each.

In an effort to combat the plague 
since it has become more general 
throughout the city the "sisters of ser­
vice" have called a meeting to be held 
Saturday night at 8 o’clock at the 
Chamber of Commerce Hall, where a 
branch of the Ontario Emergency Vol­
unteer Health Auxiliary will be or­
ganized.

BELGIANS ARE IN PURSUIT.
London, Oct. 18.—Belgian cavalry is pursuing the retreating 

enemy on the Flanders front today with the object of cutting off his 
retreat to Ghent. The artillery is following swiftly and carrying 
out a vigorous bombardment with the same object.

The town, of Blankenberghe, on the Belgian coast, southwest 
of 2eebrugge, was occupied by Allied forces today.

TOURCOING REPORTED TAKEN.
London, Oct. 18.—Tourcoing, a city six miles east of Lille, has 

been entered by British troops, according to the Evening New».

Paris, Oct. 18.—The Germans have begun a new retirement 
movement in the area between the Oise and Serre Rivers, between 
Laon and Cambrai, according to the official statement from the 
war office today.

French troops advancing from Achery and Cheringy are in 
pursuit of the German rearguards. Anguiicourt has been occupied 
by the French.

In the Argonne region the French have crossed the Aisne near 
Vouzieres. Fighting continues in the area west of Grandpre.

The statement reads :
“On the right bank of the Oise the enemy confined his rerétions 

to artillery fire. Between the Oise and the Serre, French , ressure 
continued during the last few days has obliged the enemy to begin 
a new withdrawal. Debouching from Achery and Cheringy toward 
the end of the night, the French troops pursued the German rear­
guards and occupied Anguiicourt.

ZEEBRUGGE OCCUPIED BY ALLIES.

GERMAN WITHDRAWAL FROM ,
WESTERN BELGIUM CONTINUES

New York, Oct. 18.—The Associated Press this afternoon issues 
the following :

“The German withdrawal from Western Belgium and the 
coastal region shows no signs of halting. The Allied forces are 
pressing rapidly after the retiring enemy, and additional cities 
and towns have been occupied.

From Lille southward the German retirement is not so rapid, 
but the British maintain strong pressure all along the line to east 
of Cambrai. Further south the enemy is retiring from the angle 
between the Oise and the Serre.

ALLIES DRIVING THE HUNS
BACK TOWARD THE OISE

With the British Armies in France. Oct. 17—(By the Associated Press),— 
Considerable opposition has been met by the British in the region southwest of 
Douai, but this fighting died down some hours ago. In the Lille area allied 
troops have reached P.oncq. A new crossing of the Lye has been effected south 
of Wulvergbem. Th.re was little opposition north and south of Lille, as the 
British moved ahead today. The 4th British Army launched a powerful attack 
from Le Gateau southward this morning. American contingents are participat­
ing in the fighting. First reports Indicate excellent progress made everywhere. 
The Germans are being driven back toward the Oise. The Zelle River has been 
crossed at St. Benin and the station has been captured. At last reports the 
Allies were well east of the river and still advancing. -J
