MEAT BUSINESS OF
U, S. UNDER CONTROL
OF LARGE PACKERS

Francis J. Heney Declares a
Monopoly Is Held by
Five Firms.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 14.—Francis
J. Heney, who acted as special coungel
for the federal trade commission in the
investigation of the meat packing in-
dustry, was a witness today before the
Senate agriculture committee, which re-
sumed its hearings on the bill providing
for Government control of certain facil-
ities of the meat industry, including
cattle and refrigerating cars.

“The evidence gathered by the com-
mission,” said Mr. Heney, ‘‘convinced
| me that five large packers have what

is in effect a monopoly of the meat busi-
ness in the United States and have it
i So entrenched by control over the meat
i business of other countries contributory
to the United States that they are able
to overthrow the law of supply and de-
mand and fix prices not only to the
producer but also to the consumer.

Reviewing the history of the pack-
ing industry from its acquisition of con-
trol over refrigerator cars of the coun-
try, Mr. Heney said the big companies
now controlled more than 90 per cent of
the refrigerator cars, and had destroyed
the local slaughtering business.
