A YOUNG BANK GLERK
KILLS SELF AT FERGU:

Motive for Death of Percy Perry in
Fergus Station Shrouded in
Mystery.

FERGUS, April 22.—(Special.)—Percy
Perry, a clerk in the Bank of Toronto
at Collingwood, shot himself to death
in the lavatory of the Grand Trunk
station here this morning. He is 20
vears of age and the son of Peter
Perry, until last week principal of the
high school at Waterdown, who re-
cently accepted a position on the high
school staff at Fergus.

Motivg is a Mystery.

The motive of the young man’s rash
act is shrouded in mystery. Until
about a week ago he had been a clerk
in the Victoria Harbor branch of the
bank, and had been transferred to the
Collingwood branch,
Copeland. At Victoria Harbor he was,
popular and reliable. He was not ec-
centric, nor. ‘'was: there ‘anything to
indicate that he was in ill;health. His
aegcounts are also said to be correct.
“On Tuesday Perry purchased a re-
turn ticket to Stayner, saying that
he intended to visit a friend. The next
heard of ‘him was when his body was
found in the -station depot here, with
a-revolver taken from the Collingwood
branch, lying on the floor beside him.
:In his pocket was found a letter to
his sister, but which he had neglected
to mail, speaking in terms of satls-
faction at his removal to Collingwood,
and indicating that his promotion was
in every sense agreeable.

Two certified cheques for $200 each,
signed “Pearson,” were found in his,
pockets. These bore the stamp of the
Collingwood branch. These may yet
afford some solution of the mystery.

The coroner decided that an Inquest
was unnecessary, and the body will
be laid to rest in the Fergus Cemetery
beside his mother.

Took Bank's Revolver.

COLLINGWOOD, April 22.—(Spegial.)
—Manager Copeland to-night said that
he had telephoned to Victoria Harbor
to-day and had received the assurance |
from the manager of that branch that
Perr's accounts were all right. When
he left here it has'since been ascer-
tajined, he took the bank’s revolver
with him, indicating that the young
man's deed was done with great delibe-
ration. ‘“He was in every respect a
desirable and gentlemanly young man,”
said Manager Copeland. “I cannot
account for it.”

‘““Have you a client named Pearson?”
asked The World.

“We have not.” The manager ‘could
offer no explanation of the cheques
found on the body.

Henderson, assistant general
manager of the Bank of Toronte, said
last night over the telephone that he
could not understand the sad affair.
