TAKE TWO TURKISH GUNS
ON KERMANSHAH ROAD

Russians Pursue Enemy in Cau-
casus and Destroy Germans
in West.

LONDON, March 1.—The Russians re-
port the capturing. of two more guns
from the fleeing Turks and Germans in
the region of Kermanshah, where they
are continuing vigorously their pursuit.
Theéy are also keeping up their pursmit
of the Turks on the Caucasus front, On
the western Russian front they destroyed
a detachment of Germans which was
fleeing from somie trenches which the
Germans were bombarding in the
Sventen district. German aeroplanes
threw bombs and fired machine guns at
Dvinsk and Friedrichstadt yesterday.

FOE EFFORTNOT OVER
FRENCH STAF THNS

General Joffre Has Situation Well
in Hand, Paris
Hears.

MIGHT QUIT VERDUN

Allies Do Not Deem It Necessary
to Institute Counter-
Offensive.

NEW YORK, March 1.—A Times
cable from London says:

Private reports which reached Lon-
don today from authoritative sources
in Paris, describe the French general
staff as supremely confident that the
German offensive against Verdun will
force nothing in the nature of a de-
cision. Altho it is not yet possible to
say that the German effort at this sec-
tion of the line is wearing itself out,
as there is a tendency to say in Lon-
don, the French view is that Gen. Jof-
fre has the sithiation well in hand.

In fact, the most significant feature
is that the French general staff has
been under no necessity of changing
its dispositions in consequence of the
strong offensive at Verdun, which has
long been foreseen. There has been
no need, either, to seek to relieve the
pressure on the Verdun front by mak-
ing an offensive elsewhere, as could
casily have been done.

The ¥rench authority said:

“The victor of the Marne will know
when it is the psychological moment
to strike. It is unlikely that the Ger-
mans will succeed in forcing him to
action which might be premature.
Even should the tide of battle neceassi-
tate the evacuation of Verdun all the
requisite dispositions have been taken
and the German “prize” would not,
militarily speaking, be very valuable.”

The French authorities are still con-
fident that even the moral effect of
the taking of Verdun will be denied
the crown prince and the kaiser.

EASTERN ONTARID T0
GET HYDRD BENEATS

Trent Valley Deputation Given
Favorable Reception by
Premier Borden.

PURCHASE SUGGESTED

Burnham Points Out That Juris-
diction Question Has Been
" Obstacle.

QTTAWA, March 1.—~Favorable
censideration was promised by Sir
Robert Borden todav to a deputation
fiom the Trent Valley, which urged
that easterp Ontario be given the op-
portunity now enjoyed by western On-
tario in the matter of power from the
bydro commission for the farm, fac-
tory and transportation. The-obstacle,
as pointed out by J. H. Burnham, M.P..
lies in the disputed jurisdiction be-
tween provincial and federal govern-
ments,

Mr, Burnham said the source of
power was mainly on the Trent Val-
ley.Canal. The waterpowers were de-
clared the property of the Dominion,
and the federal government had leased
them to private companies and indi-
viduals. He understood they had re-
fused an offer of $7,200,000 from the
fhiydro. He urged the government to
step in and take control of the power
by paying fair value, with reasonable
interest to the investor. r

The premier expressed his full sym-
pathy and promised to use every effort
to put eastern Ontario in the same
tavorable position as the western end
of the province. He said some of the
incidents mentioned by Mr. By¥rnham
in regard to leases should be fully in-
vestigated.

SHOOTING FOLLOWED
DISPUTE OVER PARGEL

Angus McKay Arrested on Charge
of . Injuring Hugh
McArthur,

Charged with shooting at Hugh McAr-
thur, §50 Broadview avenue, with intent,
Angus McKay, 281 Margueretta street,
was arrested last night by Policeman 199
at the store of J. Russell, newsdealer,
129 West Front street, where he was em-
ployed.

McKay stated to the police that he
went into the store to get a parcel that
had been left for him. He had asked
McArthur for it, but the latter had dis-
puted his ownership with the words,
“You're no Scotchman; you're a Ger-
man.”” Hot words followed, and McKay
is alleged to have pulled an automatic
repeating pistol from his pocket and fired
two shots, one of which entered McAr-
thur's mouth and emerged in front of
Eis ear. The other went thru the front

oor.

Despite his wound, McArthur grappled
with McKay and "beat him badly about
the face with his fists. The two men
were taken to St. Michael’s Hospital in
the Court street patrol wagon.

Sir Sam discussed the rumor of a
German invasion from the United
States as a “wild yarn.”

ALLIES TO KEEP COOL

Germans Hope to Attract Bulk
of Reserves East of
Meuse.

LONDON, ~#March 2.—The Times
rrilitary correspondent, analyzing the
situation around Vendun, declares his
helief that the long-expected big Ger-
man offensive has begun, altho he
doubts whether Verdun is to be the
real point of the great attack.

He further declares emphatically
that no front is impenetrable in the
face of a modern artillery attack, but
he believes that the alies’ cue is “to
Yeep cool, to be avaricious in deplet-
ing the main reserves and to keep in-
creasing those reserves for action when
the Germans have exhausted them-
selves.’

The writer's belief that the Germans
are preparing to launch their main at-
tack at some point other than Verdun
is supported as follows:

“Any great success by the Germans
further to the nmorthwest than Cham-
ragne may, under the present condiw
tions, bring about an enforced retire-
ment from the Meuse. What the Ger-
mans hope for. s to attack the bulk of
theo allies’ reserves east of the ®leuse,
making an immense clatter there, and
the next German blow from the north-
west probably awaits the fulfilment of
this desire. The French appear to have
met the Verdun attack with reserves
just sufficient.to maintain the conflict.
Trere is no sign that Gen. Joffre has
yet drawn upon or even moved his
main forces.”

CRUSH TEUTON TRADE

British Chambers of Commerce
Call for Aggressive Com-
mercial Policy.

LONDON, Mareh 1. — The British
Association of Chambers of Com-
merce, representing important com-
mercial bodies from all parts of the
United Kingdom, resumed its session
here today, and adopted a number ot
important resolutions on banking. and
shipping. American activities in both
these fields was urged as one of the
main factors which necessitates ener-
getic British action.,

The banking resolution first intro-
duced was somewhat critical of the
banks, but Sir Edward Holden, who
recently visited America with Lord
Reading’s cgramission, turned the tide
in a stirring speech favorable to the
hanks. He declared the banks weére
providing resources to carry on the
war and at the same time finance
British industries and also maintgin
a huge reserve for the national safety.

Big Opportunities.

Sir Edward warned commerclal
men to prepare to assist in spreading
British banking and industry to Rus-
sia and South America, and take ad-
vantage of the opportunities naw
opening. A vast organiaztion, he
said, recently had been established in
the United States, with a capital of
$50,000,000, designed to carry Ameri-
can trade thruout the world. :

“We must do the same thing,” he
declared, “and do it quickly. We
should have a system of British banks
thruout South!’ America, particularly
in the Argentine ‘and in Brazil and
thruout Rugsia and other allied coun-
tries. Our government should wake
up and take a governmental interest
in this question.”

Delegate 8. Hobson of Sheffield.
sajd the American organiaztion was
founded to get control of Argentins
trade and had extended beyond that.
He urged prompt steps by the British
to, meet American efforts to secure
South American trade.

Directed Against Germany.

The main discussion, however, was
for a British organization which
would overcome German foreign com-
petition. The resolution finally adop-
ted declared:

“The government should facilitate
the establishment of a large credit
bank. for the purpose of developing
British trade abroad.” A

The shipping resolution adopted
strongly urge®8 the government to
revise the shipping laws under which
foreign ships receiving subsidies usc
British ports and harbor facilitics
without the payment of harbor dues,
foreign ships enjoying benefits not-
extended to British vessels.

HEAVY YW WAR TAIES
INOSED ON CERMANY

Five Hundred Million Marks Ex-
pected From Additional
Imports

TO BE MOSTLY INDIRECT

Definite Financial Arrangement
Will Be Necessary When
. Peace Comes.

BERLIN, March, 1, via wireless 10
Sayville.—Today the first official an-
nouncement of the government's pro-
posed war tax bills was published.
Sfummarizing the statement the Over-
seas News Agency says:

“It is estimated that the new taxes
will yield 500,000,000 marks. They will*
consist of taxes on special war bene-
fits and on receipts. There will be ad-
ditional postage dues, a tax on wav-
bills, and the tax on tohacco will bz
increased. :

“The government on drafting tho
hills took several points of view into
consideration. While there is a moral -
necessity for a tax on special benefits
made during the war, it is necessary
at the same time not to hinder the
tormation of new capital, because the
enemy is attempting to crush the
economic forces of the German nation,
and it is even planning to continue
this design after the end of the war.

“In order to leave the direct taxes
free for the federal states and munpi-
cipalities, the new federal taxes will
be mostly indirect. THe new taxes will
spare smaller incomes and must affect
no new organizations during the war.

“As these taxes are not considered
to be of a permanent nature, tut sim-
ply war taxes, a definitive financial
arrangement will be necessary at the
end of the war” g
