Nations today issued the text of the |prices.

mandates for the administration of
Samoa by New Zealand; of Nauru,
or Pleasant Island, in the Pacific a
short distance. south. of the equator,
by Great Britain; of German South-
west Africa by the Union of Seuth
Africa, and of the former German
bessessions in the Pacific south of
the equator, other than Samoa and
Nauru, by Australia, in accordance
with the laws of these mandatories.

The terms provide for promeotion of
the material and moral well-being of
-he inhablitants of the territories,
nrohibition of slave trading and prohi-
bition of forced labor. except for es-
scntial public works, for which ade-
auate remuneration is to be paid.

Traffic in arms and ammunition s
‘0 be controlled, » The supplyving of
intoxicating spirits and beverages te
m tives is prohibited. Military train-
ng of natives is prohlbited except for
police and  local defence, No mill-
tary -or naval bases shall be estab-
lished or fortifications erected. Free
exercise of all forms of worship shall
e allowed, and missionaries and na-
t'onals  of states members of ' the
League of Nations shall be permitted
to travel and reside in the. territories
and follow their callings.

Must Report Annually.

The mandatories are required to re-
pert to the League of Nations annu-
a\ly on the territory under mandate
and the measures taken to carry out
the abave obligations.

The consent of the council of the
.cague is required to any modification
¢ the terms of the mandate. If any
d.spute shall.arise between a manda-
tnry and another member of the
ieague regarding the mandate it shall
not be capable .of settlement by ne-
gtiation,- but {nstead,
rwuet be submitted to the permanent
court of imternational justice of the
l-ague.”

The present declaration has been
deposited in the archieves of the
League of Nations and copies for-
warded to.all the powers signatory to
tte: u'eatyrp of peace with Germany.
