A Book Pai ket may contain any number of separate books, publications, works 
of literature and art, maps or prints, photographs, daguerreotypes, when not on 
glass, or In frame containing glass; any quantity of paper, vellum, or parchment 
( to the exclusion ot letters); and the book, maps, papers, &c, may be either written, 
printed or plain, or any mixture of the three; and may be either British, Colonial
OIBook Packets must be open at both ends or both sides.
