NEW BASEBALL RULING

|New Provision of Ground Rules |

Governing Over-thrown Balls
Made Yesterday ;

Cincinnati, 0., July 21—An official order
defiining the ground’ rules relating to
overthrown balls, was issued today by
President ‘Harry Pulliman of the Na
tional Baseball League, before starting for
New York. President Pulliam has sent
the ovder to all club presidents and man:
agers, giving notice of the change, which
is the outgrowth of-a protésted game
played between Brooklyn. and Pittsburg.
The new order savs: i1

“Owing to confusion that has resulted
as to application of ground rules, the fol-
lowing instructions to umpires will be in
force on and after this date:

‘“When a thrown hall goes inte a stand
for spectators, or over or through any
fence or into the players’ bench (wheth-
er the ball stays in or comes ouf] -the
runners shall be entitled to two  bases.
The umpire, in awarding these bases, is
to be governed by the position of the
runner or: runners when the throw is
made.

“With epectators on the field, if the
umpire determine that runners shall be
entitled to' two bases on a ball thrown
into the erowd, though the position of
such runners on the bases shall be reck-
oned from: where they were at the time
the ball was thrown. This being a mat-
ter of judgment, the umpire is the sole
| judge.”

It might be supposed that'a lecture ex:
planatory of the  dominiop government’s
scheme “of annuitiés would be but a dry
subject but in the hands of Dr. James

Samson, of Winasor (Ont.), who address-
ed a well attended meeting in the new
Y. M. C. A. hall last evening, it was in-
teresting indeed. ‘

Dr. S8amson quickly demonstrated  to his
hearers that he was something more than
a lecturer. He invested his subject with
an atmosphere of deep interest. Scarcely
a point was made’ that he did not illue-
trate with a story, humorous or pathetic,
and during the homr and a quarter that
his address lasted his hearers did not ex-
perience a dull moment.

Briefly explained, the plan of the do-

of Canada to put in force the old English
proverb, “Take care of the pence and-the
pounds will take care of ,themselves.” In
no sense is it a money making proposi-
tion. Its purpose, as Dr. Samson, €%y
plained, is fathér for vhe-uplifting:of the
people; to instil into them the principles
of thrift so that, by contributing in small
amounts: towards the purchase of afnui-
ties, they may’in their old age be pro-
‘tected - from. want and.poverty. Mayor
Bullock presided and introduced the lec-
turer. 4
- Dr. Samson said he was supposed to be
the chief Iecturer’ for the dominion gov-
ernment but that was not his’ profession.
He was a busy old doctor out taking his
first holiday in forty-one years and very
glad to see the eastern. provinces. The
government had’ thought .that the sub-
ject: of annuities should be Tatroduced to
the people and had chosen him for that
purpose. From the nature of it he be-
lieved his address was the most important
ever delivered in the city of St. John.
He would ask them to disabuse their
minds of the impression that the govern-

There’ was no pension business about it.
The government had decided that such a
scheme was' dangerous and unnecessary.
There was no man in Canada today who
could not put away enough to guarantee
that in his dld age he would -be-saved the
disgrace of going to the poor house; The
annuity plan. was a business transaction.
It was not made for the rich but for the
working people who. owned rthe country,

After enumerating different methods of
saving money, 4
speak more in detail of the .government’s®
scheme. An anpuity, he explained, was
an arrangement made with a company or
country by which' the individual under-
took to pay certain sums with the under-
standing that at a certain time of life he
should begin to draw the money out and
continue until he died. Should he . live
as many years as he was expected to live,
he would draw out all that was paid in
and interest, less an amount for expenses,

In the government’s plan there were
no expenses and interest was compounded
at 4 per cent, . A person could go in at
any agé from five to seventy years. Pay-
ments could be made weekly, monthly,
yearly or in fact on'any system and could
be handed in at any post office or sent
direct to the government by check.

Miss ‘Emily Minor, Missionary,
Says Whole Country is in State
of Unrest.

New York, July 21—After spending several
years living in a-tent and driving around in
a bullock cart preaching the gospel im In-
dia, Miss Emily Minor of this city “return-
ed on the Caledonia, to remain two or three
months with her relatives. Miss Miner went
to India' 18 years ago, when she was quite
a young girl

high caste, are divided in opposing the pres-
ent rule, Many of them, while not satisfled,
know that the: present time is not one in
which to attempt to overthrow the English
rule, Others want to drive the.

. !“The lewer classes are progressing under
the “work of the English schools and the

At the session yesterday the firet
number 'on ~ the . programme
an interesting paper on the report of 3
case of fracture of the base of the skull,

read by Dr. F. H. Wetmots, of Hampton,

in which he dealt with the methods of at-
tending to euch cases, and the results like-
ly to accrue from neglecting to administer
the proper treatment. The papér was list-
ened to with a great deal of attention and
the “speaker was Joudly applauded at ite
conclugion, vis-as ~rivhe :

A paper on Peoriasis, by Dr, G. G.
Melvin, showed, clearly that: the speaker
was familiar with his subject. He told of
the effects. of the diseage, which included
almost all kinds of cutaneous ailments,
and. referred to several cases which had
come within his notice while 'practicing.

One of the best papers yet read was that
of Dr. W. B. McVey, on the Etiology of
Tuberculosis, in which -he referred to the
good work: ‘already accomplished by the
society, which was founded here recently
to check the dread diseage. He also gave
his views on the methods of treating con-
sumptives, both for the prevention and
cure.

The paper was discussed. at length by
Dr. Thomas Walker, in_a very able man-
ner. He dealt also with the home and
sanitorium treatment” of tuberculosiz in
New Brunswick. He commented on the
absence of consumptive bed® in hospitala
and sanitoriums in St. John, and said that
there was only one institution in the city
which provided beds for consumptives.

Dr. Walker also toucke! on. the disin
fection of schools, whirh '~ :aid should
be different. Pure food firesh air and
rest were the, requisites cssential to the

downfall of" this terrible. disease of tuber-

culosis. ¢

Dr. Bailey, of St. Martins, spoke for &
few minutes on what had been said by
the last two speakers and deplored the
fact that the founding of the tuberculosis
preventative society in the county had not
been more widely advertised..
