Gibbons vs. Dillon
St. Paul, Minn, Nov. 10—Mike Gib­

bons, of St. Paul, outpointed Jack Dil­
lon, of Indianapolis, in a ten-round no­
decision contest here tonight. Gibbons 
led in six rounds. Three sessions were 
given to Dillon, and the other was even. 
At 3 p. m. today Gibbons weighed in 
at 1531-2 and Dillon at 162, the latter 
one pound under the agreed weight.

During the entire fight Gibbons used 
his left to great advantage and this, 
combined with his clever foot work, 
was the chief factor in his victory. Dil­
lon’s rounds were the fifth, sixth and 
tenth, and during these he fought like a 
tiger. He apparently endeavored to 
wear down hls_ opponent, but Gibbons 
was too clever for him and refused tb be 
caught. Dillon frequently made terri­
fic swings at Gibbons’ head, but tlje lat­
ter would duck and slide out of every 
tight place. He worked his left like a 
piston and landed as many 
blows on Dillon’s face in one round. In 
the closing round Dillon had Gibbons 
covering as he forced the pace from the 
tap of the gong.

New York, Nor. «.—The showing of 

the American five-man trade and field 
team In the recent meets held through­
out Scandinavia demonstrated that the 
United States athlete is still able to com­
pete successfully against the leading per­
formers of Europe. During the contests 
abroad the team selected by the Ama­
teur Athletic Union took part in seven 
meets, entering one or more men In 49 

ts. Without a single exception the 
American athletes finished among the 
first three.

Fred Murray of the Olympic Club of 
San Francisco, took part in 18 events, 
including hurdles, sprints, jumps and 
shotput, in addition to running on the 
relay team, and his record shows that 
he won three firsts, six seconds and three 
thirds. Joe Loomis, of the Chicago A. 
A., specialized in the sprints and 
jumps, winning five firsts, one second 
and one third in seven starts. Robert 
Simpson of the Missouri Agricultural 
College track team, competed 11 times 
in the hurdles, sprints and broad jumps, 
and was first four times, second four 
times and third three times.

Ted Meredith, formerly of the Uni­
versity of Pennsylvania, started in 
middle distance races, winning two, be­
ing second In three and finishing third 
in two. Andy Ward, of the Chicago A. 
A. started four times and wound up 
with a record of two firsts, one second 
and one third. The relay team, consist­
ing of Loomis, Murray, Simpson and 
Ward, won every one of the seven races 
in which it competed.

Ottawa, Nov. 9—Word was received 
here last night of the death in action in 
France of “Eddie” McDonald, one of 
the greatest all-round athletes that Ot- 1 
tawa has produced in many years.
