Major Ney, Here Today, 
Tells of Education League 

Plans

Catch Basins Frozen And 
Refuse To Carry Off 

Flow
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- Foundation is Laid For Organ­
ization in That Part of 

World

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IM-oci-btCI- zAmong the passengers who arrived 

here this morning on the Canadian 
Pacific steamship Montcalm was Major 
Fred J. Ney, executive secretary of 
the Canadian Council of Education and 
home organizer of the Overseas Edu­
cation League. He and his wife are 
returning after a trip to the Mediter­
ranean. He was in Palestine, Cyprus 
and Egypt and laid the foundation for 
the organization of the Mediterranean 
branch of the Overseas Education 
League. He also completed an inter­
esting program for the visit of Cana­
dian educationists to that part of the 
world during the coming summer. 
Major Ney said he found everywhere 
great interest in the league’s work and 
was much gratified to be able to an­
nounce that His Excellency Lord 
Lloyd, High Commissioner for Egypt, 
and His Excellency Field Marshal 
I-ord Plumer, commissioner in Pales­
tine, have both consented to become 
honorary vice-presidents of the league.

The program prepared by Major 
Ney embodies features of interest and 
provides for a pilgrimage rather than 
a visit to the Holy Land; also a visit 
to the battle fields of the Near East 
and especially to Gallipoli. Here it is 
planned that visitors will arrive on the 
day of the unveiling of a great memo­
rial to the unknown dead of the Gal­
lipoli campaign. On this occasion" the 
league Will have the co-operation of 
Major General Sir Fabian Ware, vice- 
chairman of the Imperial War Graves 
Commission, who recently joined the 
advisory council of the league. An 
official reception will be given by Lord 
Lloyd and Lord Plumer while at Malta 
and Gibraltar. Major Ney said that 
tlie program is one which will certain­
ly eclipse the league’s previous efforts 
and one which could not in any cir­
cumstances be repeated.

Saint John was visited by a heavy 
snow storm yesterday which later 
turned Into the first real rain storm of 
this season and today the streets of 
the city were in a very bad state, 
making traveling difficult for man, 
beast and. automobile. The snow start­
ed about noon yesterday and kept up 
until last evening when it turned to 
hail. About 10 o’clock last night the 
rain began and it rained more or less 
heavily until about 11 o’clock this 
morning. The total precipitation was 
2.16 inches.

THE STREET RAILWAY.
The street cars had difficulty in 

some places, one of the worst being 
on Bridge street. There the water 
this morning was about eight inches 
deep and gave considerable trouble.

It was only after an all night fight 
by the employes with the cqmpany’s 
special equipment that the regular 
vice was able to be operated this morn­
ing. Hazen McLean, traffic " superinten­
dent, said today that conditions during 
the night were very bad. The sudden 
thaw brought the»frost out of the rails, 
he said, and this caused a coating of 
ice to form which, coupled with a coat­
ing on the overhead wire, threatened 
for a time to disrupt the service.

Crews of men were busy endeavoring 
to dig trenches to run the pools of 
water off the rails which in some1 
places, he declared, were two and three 
feet deep. They continued their work 
all mornipg and by this afternoon he 
expected the worse features would be 
over.

In spite" Of these difficulties the serv­
ice was maintained in full, Mr. McLean 
said, except ih three incidents where 
street cars developed short circuits from 
water splashing on the motor leads or 
resistance coils. One of these cars, No. 
118, was on the west route, another, 
No. 80, on the King street line, and 
the third, No. 89, on the Haymarket 
Square loop.
