Premier Veniot said that the offend-
ing steamer had stopped below the
bridge to complete loading and there
was Btill time to have stopped her
before she got out of the Miramichi.
™ Experts  will have to be brought
from. Montreal to effect repairs. Chief
Bridge Engineer Wetmore who will
go to Newcastle tonight will complete
arrangements for a temporary ferry
service during the period the bridge

is out of use.

The accident to the same bidge ldst
year involved an expenditure of up-
wards of $30,000.

The “Morrisscy Bridge,” so called
after a former Minister of
Works, Hon. John Morrissey of New-
castle, who is now a member of par-
liament representing Northumberland
in the Dominion House, has been real-
ly unfortunate. Some years ago, one
Sunday when the bridge was crowd-
ed ‘and when no steamers were e3-
pected to be navigating the Miramithi
river, one of the vessels of the Mer-
chant Marine came slowly upstream
and “whistled for the draw.” There
was consernation on the bridge, Peo-
ple—men, women and childred, fled in
all directions. The draw tender was
not on his job for he did not expect
that on Sunday he would be required.
‘He ‘was not far -away, however, and
hastened to his post of duty. First of
all he saw to it that the women and

It wes said that 26 years ago Mr.
Coram ,was worth  $25,000,000, the
greater part of which he lost in the
panic_pf 1907. A little before that he
had given his wife $2,500,000 in cash
and securities, fch she testified had
been practically all spent. ¢

Mr, Coram was born in St. Jobn, a.
son of George Coram, the latter a bro-
ther of Hon. Jeseph Coram. The fam-
ily .moved from this city when the
children were smgll and have resided
in the United States ever since.

The Boston Herald says:

“Joseph A. Coram, for many years a
Boston business man, making his home
in Brookline, has had a long career in
various business enterprises. He was
perhaps best known in his mining
company ventures and the lumber
business. He was born in St. John, N.
B. For a time he was Canadian agent
of the Northwestern Life Insurance
bysiness with his father under the
firm name of G. and J. Coram. His
next venture was ‘in the soap business
in Bangor, Me.,, which he later moved
to Lowell.

“It was while in the latter city that
Coram became interested in mrea min-
ing in New Hampshire. Then for sev-
eral years he was a real estate dealer
in Minneapolis, Minn. In 1886 he went
to Butte, Mont.,, and organized the
Butte & Boston Mining Company. La-
ter he became president of the Al-
varado Consolidated Mines Company,
the Davis-Daly Copper Company and
the Mexico Consolidated MMhing &
Smelting Company, He was director
in the Coram Lumber Company, the
Middlesex Safe Deposit & Trust Com-
pany, Montanna Coal & Coke Com-
pany, and the Bingham Consdlidated
Mining and Smelting Company. For
many years he maintained an office at
60 State street, Boston.”
