~ Newcastle, N, B,,.Jan. 81.—Mrs. James
Fisher, about eighty years of age, was
burned to death in her home here last
night. She and an jnvalid sister, Miss
Sarah Underhill, lived alone in a house
near the’ Opera House. About half-past
ten o’clock a neighbor noticed a bright
light in the kitchen. Becoming alarmed,
she ran to the house and heard Miss
Underhill, who is unable to walk, call-
ing for help.

The .doors were locked, and
when they were broken open Mrs. Fisher
was found on the floor near the pantry
door, her clothing burned off and life
almost extinet. She died a few moments
later. It is supposed she was lighting a
fire with birch bark to prépare some-
thing for her igvalid  sister “when her
clothing caught fire.

As she attempted to get out of the I
rahm anme drv clothing in the kitchen
also caught, and this caused the blaze
seen by the neighbor.
