St. John Only Important City of
Canada in Which it is” Not
Established—Some Instances of
Its Necessity

P
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bureaux, travellers’ aid, etc., but most of
all personal contact with workers help to
solve for young women the many diffi-
éulties which arise in their industrial re-
istionships. The underlying purpose of
the work, however, is gpiritual, and by per-
scnal contact or by the promotion of re-
ligious activities such as Bible study, etc.,
young women are helped to be better and
truer members of the Christian church.

The need for boarding home accom-
modation is particularly pressing in this
city.s Of the 400 or 500 ‘women stenogra-
phers in the eity, between 150 and 200
are boarding; from fifty to eighty girls
attending the commercial colleges are. also
boarding; a large number of factory girls
also are away from home. In addition
to this, transients are- also constantly
coming into the city. Only last week a
girl ‘who came to 8t. Johm, a stranger,
was forced to make application at seven-
teen houses before she could find accom-
modation, and in the meantime she was
forced to take a room in a hotel where
conditions were. far from satisfactory.
Every day applicants are turned away
from the Quild House and during the
summer months, the number who have

A certain number of St. John citizens
bave been for some time saying:— Why
not? And during the. last week the ques-

tion has been presented afresh by reason,

of a visit paid to St. John by Miss Jamies-
son, Canadian Student, Young Woman's
Christian Association, secretary. Miss
Jamieson is in the east, doing work in'the
vniversities and colleges, but because word
had come to the Dominion Council of the
Young Woman’s Christian Association that
St John was ready for such an organiza-
X‘l‘l, she was asked by that body to re-

n in St. John long enough to determ-
ine, not only whether there was sufficient
need for such an organization, but algo
whether there was “sufficient sense of co-
operation and sympathetic interest on the
part of the citizens generally to justify
sending a national secretary who would
remain long enengh to go into the details
of the organizing work of such.”

While in the city Miss Jamieson inter-
viewed a number of the city commission-
ers, several representative clergymen, the
secretary and certain members of the
Young Men’s Christian Association board,
managers of several industrial concerns,
principals of our commercial colleges, etc.,
end also a number of representative women
from The King's Daughters, the Canadian
Women’s Club, The Local council of. Wo-

cen, the University Woman’s Club, The
Women’s Christian Temperance Union, etc.

Miss Jamieson expressed. ber surprise at
the unanimity evident in the expression
of opinion regarding the necessity of doing
a broader and more comprehensive wor?{
than it seems possible to do at present to
meet the needs of the women of the city,
also regarding the desirability of provid-

'ing more adequate facilities for carrying

on such a work, both in the direction of
boarding home accommodations, and of
social, educational and club work which is
precisely the character of work carried on
by the Youpg Woman’s Christian Associ-
ation.

The Work in Canada

In view of these considerations, Miss
Jamieson was asked to give a few facts
regarding the scope and character of the
Young Woman’s Christian Association
work in Canada. The following list of cit-
jes (with population), in which association
work is being done, will give some idea
of the extent of the work.

It will be seen, therefore, that St. John
is the only city of any size in the domin-
jon in which no Young Woman's Christ-
ian Association work is being done. The
total number of city association members
in Canada last year was 13,301; those help-
ed by travellers’ aid were 14,492, the em-
ployment bureal found work for 4,034, The
number of transients taken in by Win-
nipeg and Vancouver associations alone
was 1,870 and 2,074 respectively.

The following is a statement made by
Miss Jamieson of the aims and methods
of the Young Woman’s Christian Associa-
tion work:—

“Although methods of work may vary,”
she said, “every branch of the work has
the same +aims, to promote the spiritual,
intellectual; social and physical welfare of
young women of all classes, and of all de-
nominations. Central  administration
buildings are founded, similar in many re-
spects to The Young Men’s Christian As-
sociations, except that boarding accom-
wodation is provided for from 25 to 100
gitls, Gymnasium, educational, millinery,
cooking, etc., classes are organized; clubs
of all kinds are formed ranging from those
which meet to study literature or social
problems, or to do “big sister work” to
those which meet for purely social
