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“That's where John L. Sullivan knocked
out Paddy Ryah, Feb.-7,-1882, and became
the champign of Amierica. Such was the
me by Frank: Stuard of
Gulfport, Miss., as the trolley car stopped
in front of Forest Parky three miles east
of Gulfport, a ‘few weéks ago,” writes H.
P. Edwards ‘in- the Boston' Globe.

“Right - there; back ‘of * those two  big
trees, is ‘the ‘exatt spot’ whereithey bat-
tled,” contifmed Mr! Btuard,-whos was: an
eyewitness 'of one of the most Tamong: ring
battles ever staged in' this-country, and
who is now a- millionaire Turber ‘exporter.

“Tt does' not+look much-as"it. did. thirty-
one years'ago. Now there ‘are but a few
old shacks to: mark' where once stood
Barnes’ Hotel, one of the best hotels along
the Gulf Spast. Where Ryan and Sulli-
van fought there was a beautiful lawn.
Now, it is grown up with weeds as the
hotel burned eight or ten years ago and
the property has been uncared for since.

“Yes, I saw the fight,” continued
Stuard. “I was a youngster of thirteen.
Ryan was training at Barnes’ hotel, while
Sullivan was working at- the West End in
New Orleans. Every one thonght the bat-

all the sports assembled there as it was

really the greatest prize fight that had

been arfanged in America up to that time.
Ryan, ' you know, was the -¢hampion.
He had licked Joe Goss in an eighty-

seven round fight in West Virginia, Awo

years ‘before. But lots of the sports

thought ' that the “Boston Boy” .as, Sulli-

van was called, would win.

“Aq I said before, every one thought the
fight would take place in New Orleans.
But there was a hitch and Mississippi City
was decided upon secretly at the last mo-
ment. I remember my father calling me at
six o’clock that morning and telling me the
trains were bringing the sports by the
thousands ‘from New Orleans—that the
fight was going to be fought in front of
Barnes’ - Hotel, where Ryan had frained.
Of course, 1 did not lose any time in eating
my breakfast and getting over to the
beach.

“Mississippi City mever had the crowd
before or since that it ‘had that day. The
weather was warm for February, and pret-
ty soon the sports began to suffer for wat-
er. Some of them grabbed their seats as
early as six o’clock, and the fight did not
begin until one in the afternocon. They
were afraid to leave their seats fearing that
someone else would grab them while they
were gome. Some of them did, and lost
their seats.

“One man, however, was a wise guy. He
yelled to me to bring him a drink of water.
I obeyed, and he handed me . a quarter.
There never was much Yankge in me, but
that gave me an idea. There were hun-
dreds of empty beer bottles around the
trains. I got a basket full of them, filled
them with water and sold them to the
thirsty sports That was the first money I
ever earned, and it ‘was mo smzll sum
either, that is, to me.

“Tt was about noon when Sullivan and
Ryan entered the ring. By that time I had
climbed into the saddle of a man’s horse
and then into the branches of that larger
oak tree. Thus, I was right over the two
fighters. Sullivan was the finest specimen
of physical manhood that day that I ever
saw. What a model for a statue he would
have made! Well, Ryan never had a
chance with Sullivan. John L. finally land-
ed gight handers on the jaw and put Ryan
away in the ninth round. The crowd then
hustled back to New Orleans and the lawn
looked like a circus ground—the day after.
But I was $30 richer.”

Jack “Twin” Sullivan, although a clever
man and hard hitter, used many other
methods to bewilder his opponent while
fighting for the larger share of the purse.
He was a witty Irishman, with a cheery
smile and chivalrous manners, two of the
accomplishments which put many oppon-
ents off their guard and beat them.

Flynn, tired and ready to grasp at any-
thing that meant a rest, instantly turned
toward his corner, and Jack, with a smile
knocked him against the ropes with a
right swing. Then it came to Flynn that
he had been “bunked” again.
