Time will show that the forthcoming
home rule bill. though obviously beset
with great = di'ficulties will. pot on the
whole; be challenged by the:Trish party,
but what Mr. Redmiond and his colleagues
have taken the strongest exception to,
the sudden and unforeseen complication in-

evitably carries with it an immfediate dis-
solution. Tt is thus likely that the minis-

of their electoral scheme being adopted,
before the home rule bill can become law
under the operations of the parliament act.

This prospect has aronsed fear and ap-

prehension among the Irish party.. which

will have to be removed if their support is,
to be given henceforth without reserve to’

the government in the House of Commons.
In other words, Mr. Redmond will demand
either publicly or privately a clear and ex-
plicit undertaking that no item in the min-
isterial programme shall prejudice or de-
lay a home rule scheme in this parliament.

The Irish leader holds that Mr. Asquith
has - committed himself definitely to the
promotion of home rule over and above all
other topics in the lifetime of this parlia-
ment. Should any evidence be fortheom-
ing that this pledge wi ill stand in danger
ofinon-fulfilment it is evident that the Ir-
ish qnw,mt to the government would be
immediately withdrawn.
