The Clerk was instructed to reply to both those letters, 
veying the thanks of Synod for the accommodation offered in 
the first, and the kind invitation in the other.

Entered upon the consideration of the question of Union with 
the Presbyterian Church of Canada. Agreed to take up the 
Basis of Union laid on the Synod’s table by the deputies of the 
Presbyterian Synod, in the morning, and to proceed with the 
consideration of the same, Article by Article.

The Rev Messrs. Topp, McRuar, McDonald, Me Vicar, and 
John McMurrich, Esq., of the Synod of the Presbyterian Church 
of Canada, being present, were invited to sit in Synod, and cor­
respond.

The first Article of the Basis of Union was rrtfcd, and on 
motion, was unanimously agreed to.
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
