We think that the people of Carleton 

xtould find they had made a very poor 
bargain, if they had succeeded in obtain­
ing a free bridge at the cost of losing 
the ferry. The latter, although it may 
have its disadvantages, as all ferries have, 
is certainly of more benefit to Carleton 
than a bridge at Navy Island would be. 
We are well satisfied that a one cent 
ferry, efficiently conducted, would be 
found to answer all the reasonable de­
mands of the Carleton people, and would 
bo specially beneficial to the working 
population. At present a working man 
pays a dollar a month for his ticket. If 
he is working on the east side and has 
to cross twice «■ day he has to pay 
about two cents for each trip, even 
if working full time. If he only gets 
three weeks work on the east side dur­
ing the month, every trip he makes costs 
him three cents,and if he only gets a fort­
nights work, every trip costs him four 
cents. The monthly ticket system is 
therefore a sort of lottery to the working 
man, which at the best only gives him a 
reduction of one third from the regular 
fare, or which may actually costs him 
more than the regular fare. A workman 
who takes out a monthly ticket regularly 
pays $12 a year, which is a very consid- 
siderable tax on his resources, and if 
his wife or children want to cross to the 
east side they have to pay full fare. The 
purchaser of a monthly ticket who has a 
wife and five children, each of whom 
crosses once a week, would pay 
$20,32 a year for hie ferriage, whereas 
with a one cent rate, with the same 
service it would cost him only $9,90 
thereby saving $10,42 a year. We com­
mend these figures to the consideration 
of the working people of Carleton, who 
want an eflicent ferry at the lowest rate 
possible. Let them agitate for a one 
cent ferry and they will be successful.

If there were no 
climatic drawbacks in the way and rail­
way facilities were adequate, many Can- 
dians would unite in saying that the wish­
es of the Haligonians should be carried 
out. But the difficulty has been that in 
winter the Intercolonial railway is always 
liable to be blocked with snow and thus 
there has been a constant danger of mails 
and cargo being snowbound. Now that 
St. John is about to have a closer connec­
tion with this province by means of the 
new Short Line running through the 
State of Maine, the claims of that city to 
be the winter port of the Dominion will 
doubtless be vigorously sounded. 
It has been an advantage to Portland, 
Maine, to be utilized as the winter port 
for Canada, but it is apparent 
that it would be more desirable in every 
way if Canada could avail herself of her 
own winter ports. It is not in connec­
tion with the winter ports where the 
difficulty lies hut in connection with the 
raijway'facalties therefrom. Some of the 
old rivalry between Halifax and St. John 
will be aroused now that the newC. P. R. 
short line is about to be opened and a 
fast Atlantic steamship service is being 
contracted for. It is evident that the 
short line will give St. John a great ad­
vantage over Halifax, as being besides a 
shorter route it will obivate the difficulty 
in regard to snow-hound trains, while 
there is no finer port to be found than 
that of St John. Already the people of 
St John are looking forward with lively 
expectation to the great benefit in store 
for them through the opening of the short 
line, chief among which is the making 
of their city the winter port for the Do­
minion.

The Gazette cannot always agree with 

the views of Principal Grant of Queens un­
iversity,but it cordially endorses his posi­
tion in regard to Imperial Federation. In 
his lecture delivered at Kingston on Tues­
day night,on “Secession or Citizenship” he 
said:—“The time has now arrived when 
the people of this country must decide 
whether or not they will share in the 
government of the empire, of which they 
form a part, and the people,'afraid to face 
such a question, are not possessed of 
manhood. The young men of Canada 
now rapidly growing up, will soon form 
a sturdy nation, and they come of too 
good a stock to have the brand of politi­
cal inferiority forever stamped upon their 
brow. (Applause.) The second princi­
pal was, “What is the cure?” The 
principal answered, “That we should 
attain to full citizenship." Some men 
say, and perhaps honestly, that it would 
be better to cut off from the Empire, join 
with the United States, and later unite 
again with England. It seems amus­
ing that to strengthen the Empire they 
would first cut off a portion of it Sec­
ession would be self-destruction. It is 
doubtful if there is one politician of any 
eminence who believes that Canada 
could live by itself or defend itself or one 
of its inhabitants in a foreign country.
