Pacific to the Rio Grande, with a termin-
us at Topolobgmpo bay, on the gulf of
California in the northerly part of the
state of Sinaloa.
The head of the enterprise was Mr. Al-
bert K. Owen, a well known American
civil engineer, who, true to the traditions
of his family,—being a descendant of

ation in England and a son, it issaid, of
the late Robert Dale Owen—was strong-
ly socialistic in his ideas.

The scheme included a colony at the
Pacific terminus, organized on socialistic
lines according to system devised and
elaborately described by Mr. Owen,
called ,‘Intergral Co-operation.”

Some prominent New York gentlemen
of solialistic proclivities, among them E.
C. Stedman, the poet and broker, and
John W. Lovell, the publisher, were
earnestly interested in the project. The
colony was founded prematurely, it was
claimed, owing to the precipitate action

Canyons in the Rapids—A Story of
Hardships. 2

Vicrorta, B. C. Oct. 8.—Lieutenant
Schwatka, the noted explorer who has
been conducting a scientific expedition
in the far North, reached Victoria on his
return today. He gives the following
account of the journey:

“We struck Lake Ahklain June 16.
The lake was found to be ninety-five
miles long, drained the river Newbury
145 thiles long. We shot Rink rapids in
which the waves were running eight feet
high and proceeded overland to Fort
Selkirk. Here we hired Indian packers
and started for the Copper river country.
About two hundred and twenty-five
miles brought us to the foot of St
Elias Alps, which are from twelve
thousand to fifteen thousand feet high.
Glacial ice extended fifty or sixty miles
each side, Here the Indians léft us.
The white men of the party then took
seventy-five or eighty pounds each on
their backs, abandoning all other proper~
ty, including the scientific instruments.
In a march of about eighty miles we
managed to break through the St. Elias
Alps on a glacier, which brought us to
the east fork of the Copper river. This
is a mountain torrent impeded by glaci-
ers every few miles. The last day’s
march, from 4 in the morning to 8 at
night, was only two and a half miles,
and so fatiguing as to almost exhaust
the party.

It will be just a yearon the 30th of
this month since the memorable after-
noon when Fred Young lost his
life in Courtenay Bay in a heroic
attempt to save Fred Mundee from
drowning. The monument erected
by the people of St Jobn in hon-
or of the hero was finished today, all but
the placing the bronze tablet on the
east side of it which is to contain the in-
scription recording the brave act. The
memorial, which is built mostly of free-
stone, is 29 feet in height and the
grey granite base upon which it
stands measures 13 feet. 6 inches
by 12 feet. At each cf the four corners
is a red granite urn, and the die, or the
main body of the structure is enclosed
by four- polished red granite columns
with carved caps. Between the colamns
on the front or west side is
a well executed base relief represen-
tation of the scene, Fred Young
with the life preserver about him
and battling with the waves to keep the
boy Mundee from sinking. Under this
carved punel the word “Young” stands
out in raised letters, as it does also on
the opposite side of the monument. An
angel, holding a crown, is cut in bas-re-
lief between the columns on the north
side, and another stands out on
the south side looking down at
the motto “Faithful unto death.” The
bronze tablet will finish the panel on the
other side. Around the base of the top
are the coat ol arms of the Kusiliers of
which the hero was a member, a tem-
perance emblem and wreaths. The tod
of the monument consists of a shell dome
surrounded and held up by eight red
granite columns. Messrs. McNiel &
Connor, the contractors, have done their
work well.
