In
June and July the Newfoundland people
had some eight lobster factories in
the course of construction, but now
none of these were allowed to go on
unless a similar number were erected
by the French. Those who have
embarked their capital in this enter-
prise the speaker believed would stand
the loss of abandoning the project
rather then give the French what they
know will be a permanent settlement
upon the shores of their island.

The speaker then went on to show the |
injurious effects to the whole island that
muet follow the granting of such territor-
ial rights to the French. It would be a
colony _with responsible government
having two countries exercising authori-
ty over it and such a thing was incom-
patible with the dignity of the British
Empire. Smuggling of goods from the
French island of St. Pierre would be in-
creased ten fold and the business of the
maritime provinces with Newfoundland
would be ruined. At the present time
these smuggling operations amounted to
$1,250,000 a year.

‘The French cod fishery on the coast
had now dwindled down to a catch of
only 2800 quintals which at the highest
price would not be worth more than
£400, There were only Jseven vessels
employed in it, with crews of about 60
men each. He believed that when the
state of thing was properly made known
that their rights would be protected.

Mr P. R. Bowers,editor of the St. Johns
Colonist, was the next speaker. He ably
reviewed the question in its different
bearings and showed how very seriously
the rights of the people of Newfoundland
were being interfered with in conse-
quence of the aggressions of the French,
and the granting to them the privileges
contained in the modux vivendi. The
island of Newfoundland was the 12th
largest island in the world, § larger than
Ireland and contained 42,000 square
miles. It had a population of only 200,-
000 while it was capable of sustaining
one of 2,000,000 but under existing: con-
ditions nothing could be done to develop
the country, and 1-5 of the revenue has
tobe devoted to pauper relief. “We are
met with a stern necessity and we come
to the people of Canada knowing that
they will do all that can be done
to have this great wrong remedied.”
Mr. George Robertson, upon the close
of Mr., Bower’s able speech, rose and ex-
pressed the deepest sympathy with the
people of Newfoundland under the cir-
cumstances. He moved the following
resolution, which was seconded by Mr.
C. A. Everitt and carried by the board
unanimously.

That the Board of Trade of St. John,
N. B. have listened with deep in-
terest to the addresses of the Newfound-
land delegates, Messrs. Bowers and
Greene, on the French claims on the
coast of that colony.

That in view of the injurious character
of the pretentions of the French on the
coast of Newfoundland, this Board trust
that the Imperial government will take
immediate steps to resume and enforce
Sovereign right on the whole coast of
Newfoundland.

That this Board wish to express their
fullest sympathy with their fellow colon-
ists in Newfoundland in all matters per-
taining to the welfare and integrity of
the great empire of which they form a
part.

Mr, Everett in seconding the resolu-
tion expressed his fullest sympathy with
the aims the delegates had in view,
and short speeches were made by
City Engineer Hurd Peters, Mayor Lock-
hart and the president of the Board, J.

The Circnit Court.

The cause of Preston v8 Appleby was
concluded last evening, and resulted in
a verdict for the defendant and an as-
sessment of damuges in favor of the
plaintiff at $500. This seeming contra-
diction iz explained thus: by the ques-
tions submitted to the jury by His Honor
the Chief Justice, the jury was asked to
find whether or no a bargain was made
by the defendant, as between the parties
litigant, that if Preston would continue
to occupy the house the defendant would
not distrain for rent, as was alleged.
The, jury found that such &
bargain was made by the defend-
ant, and upon such finding the
jury assessed the damages at $500. It
being however a question whether the
defendant was bound in law by such a
bargain, the verdict was entered in favor
of the defendant, subject ito be changed
to & verdict for the plaintiff if the posi-
tion taken by the plaintiff’s counsel, viz,
that such u bargain as alleged and found
to have been made, is shown to be bind-
ing upon the defendant; leaving it option-
al with the defendant to accept this
assesment.

This morning the case of Rainnie vs
the St John City Railway Company was
called and’ & jury selected and sworn.
Mr. C. A. Stockton opened for the plain-
tiff but as he has not yet been fully re-
stored to his normal strength after a very
severe affection of the throat, his voice 8o
failed and weakened that it was clearly
demonstrated he would be and was un-
able to proceed with the trial of the cause.
His Honor in view of the circumstances
postponed the case until another day and
discharged the jury. Solicitor General
Pugsley for the defendants. The case
will be taken up again on Wednesday
next.
