If a suitable building 
is not soon provided there will have to 
be a lot of huddling up done to show 
the specimens at all, and nothing looks 
worse in a museum than the three-ln-a- 
bed arrangement The museum -as an 
advertisement does more good to British 
Columbia than a box car full of circu­
lars couched in the most high faintin’ 
language, and carrying six thumping ad­
jectives in the superlative degree to the 
line. The museum shows facts; the 
circulars may tell lies, and people would 
rather get a good idea of the natural 
riches of the country by visiting the mu­
seum than spending five minutes wading 
through a high C pamphlet. If a solidly- 
constructed fireproof building with a 
glass dome over the man chamber, and 
abundance of good light in all the de­
partments, were erected for the accom­
modation of these priceless treasures and 
muniments,which If lost can never be re­
placed, somewhere in the government 
grounds near the legislative buildings, 
few would be found to grumble at the 
outlay and the province would largely 
benefit. By another year the amount

Mass Celebrated at St Andrew’s Ca­
thedral by a Syrian Priest

The congregation that attended the 9 
o’clock service at St Andrew’s Roman 
Catholic church Sunday morning heard 
mass according to the eastern rite. Rev. 
Father Michael Khoury was toe cele­
brant Father Khoury is from ZaMe. 
Syria, and is travelling the continent 
ministering to his fellow countrymen of 
the Roman Catholic faith. Very few 
Catholics have ever seen the eastern 
rite. The services were quite as unusual 
and interesting to them ae they would be 
to persons not in communion with the 
Catholic church. The mass was cele­
brated in Greek, qne of the dead lan­
guages In which the church permits the 
celebration of mass. The prayers at 
mass were much the same as are said by 
the western church, but the order is con­
siderably changed. According- to toe 
eastern rite the offertory commences the 
service, instead of the epistle and gos­
pel, The epistle and gospel follow the 
offertory, and they are succeeded by 
the consecration and communion. At 
toe consecration toe priest turns to the 
people with toe host, and .at each eleva- 
vation of the host and chalice he bows 
his head and knee. Communion is not 
given from toe fingers of the priest, but 
a small silver spoon is used. The com­
munion is given under the double form. 
The chasuble, the outer vestment, fails 
down to the feet of the celebrant, and 
is without armlets. The other vest­
ments much resemble those used by the 
western church. The gospel of the day 
was read .to the people in the Syrian 
tongue.

Father.Khoury is a man who has pass­
ed middle age, tall, rather slim, and 
wears a heavy growth of heard. The 
custom of the priesthood of the eastern 
church is to let toe beard grow. He is 
travelling through Canada and toe Unit­
ed States. He came- here from Tacoma. 
He has papers from Rome and also 
from Archbishop Riordan of San Fran­
cisco. Father Khoury says there are 
quite, a number of his countrymen set­
tled throughout this continent, many of 
whom understand English indifferently. 
In the larger cities, where there are sev­
eral hundred Syrians, churches are being 
established and the. people are being min­
istered to in the eastern rite by a priest 
of their own race. Churches of the east­
ern rite exist in New York, Boston, St 
Louis, Chicago and Montreal, and prob­
ably there will soon be one in San Fran­
cisco. At present there is a Syrian .priest 
there who has come ont with the Syrian 
exhibition at the Midwinter fair. Father 
Khoury baptized a Syrian child while 
here, and the small colony of Victoria 
Syrians received the sacrament from his 
hands at the mass.

She 
killed herself because she thought she 
was going to he whipped, 
was recovered off Turner,
Co.’s wharf this morning, 
was a niece of Quong Yuen, manager 
of Hip Lung & Co., and an orphan, and 
lived with Quong Yuen since September, 
1862. A few days ago she broke a sky­
light while playing. She Was told to be 
more careful, but had toe misfortune to 
break it again, and agin she was re­
primanded. She was not punished, sim­
ply talked to. Yesterday , evening she 
was sent to a tatter’s shop with some 
clothes, and on toe way hope lost the 
account book. Her foster mother, who 
is Mrs. Quong Yuen No. 1, sent her out 
to look for it The silly child instead 
of searching for toe. hook, threw herself 
into the bay. It was seven o'clock when 
die left the house and at eleven Quong 
Yuen reported toe case to toe police.

BACK FROM THE WRECK.

Mrs. Hazelton and J. O. Carlisle Re­
turn from their Northern Trip.

Mrs. R. H. Hazelton and J. Q. Car­
lisle, sister and business associate respec­
tively of James L. O’Brien, of the Lynde- 
Hongh Commercial Co., who was drown­
ed on the schooner Mary Brown, return­
ed from the north last evening. They 
left toe steamer Danube at Ladner’s 
and came down on toe Princes» Louise, 
hoping to catch toe Queen. They were 
three hours late, and will leave for Cali­
fornia to-night by the steamer'City of 
Seattle^ going overland from Tacoma. 
They are guests at the Oriedtttf hotel 
and tell an interesting story df their ad­
ventures at Banks island. They brought 
back any number of relics from the 
wreck, including toe vest belonging to 
Mr. O’Brien with the knife thrusts. 
There are three cuts in the vest, and 
they are clear and unmistakable. One 
of the cuts is directly over where the 
heart would be, another is lower down 
and the third is over the lower pocket, 
all oa toe left side. There are other 
cuts on the vest, hut the rooks made 
them, and a comparison furnishes fur­
ther proof of the nse of a knife. They 
also have a piece of Captain Marizonia 
Brown’s coat with what looks very much 
like a bullet hole through it. Other relics 
are three silver watches, one of which is 
supposed to have been the property of 
Captain Gaffney, a coat belonging to 
the same gentleman, two compass dps. 
a battered patent log, the* tattered firs 
of the schooner with her name on ’t, 
boards with toe schooner’s home port, 
number and registered tonnage displayed 
on them. Mrs. Hazelton was .taken to 
the wreck in the government steamer 
Vigilant by Indian A gent - Todd. Rav. 
Stephenson and an Indian guide accom­
panied them. They were ont in a storm, 
and it
one travel by land and by water to roach 
the wreck on toe Banks island shore. 
After her return to Claxton Mr. Carlisle 
went out to the wreck with Mr. Smith 
and his son. They went in a small boat 
and had very severe weather. They 
camped at the wreck for six days and 
explored the coast for a considerable 
distance. Mr. Carlisle recovered many 
of the relics they have, but some -if them 
had to be. purchased from the Indians. 
He sayS the masts were cut out of the 
schooner, ns he discovered one of them 
on the beach some distance away from 
toe hull. He also says that the schooner 
could only have drifted in from the 
southwest, and believes that she came 
from toe open sea. Both are satisfied 
that not a soul survived the wreck, but 
unless something more is learned they 
will always believe there has been foul 
play.
