Device to Spread 0il at Sen.

During the past ten years the use of
oil at sea in controlling the breakers in
tempestuous weather has become univer-
sal, Its value was discovered scarcely
earlier than 1868, and for many years
thereafter the old sailors scouted the idea
that its action on the waves should be
in any way benificial. Its recent use
during the hurricane seasons has demon-
strated more fully than ever its intrinsic
worth, though the plan of spreading the
oil has been very crude, in most cases
an ordinary canvas bag containing the
fluid being thrown to windward of the
ship. A new device has been patented
Ly Captain R. K. Robinson, a retired ship
master, whose last command was that
of the Robinson Crusce. His device is
in two forms, one shaped like a can buoy
and the other aboat. They are worked
automatically. They are so constructed
that as the water enters the oil chamb-
er it settles and forces the oil up and out
in snfficient quantity to ' eak and
smooth any sea. The di.iributor is
constructed of galvanized iron, contains
no machinery to get out of order and
will not clog up, a8 is so often the case
with the oil bag. = It should prove of es-
pecial value to our fishermen on the
Banks at anchor, as a bouy can readily
be hauled out ahead by placing a tail
block on the cable, or chain and hauling
it out ahead to prevent combing seas
from breaking inboard from that direc-
tion and would also relieve the great
strain on the cable, which in so many
cases results disastrously. For use in
all climates, common fish oil gives the
best satisfaction. In cold weather add
one half-pint of kerosene to the gallon.
It will prevent freezing and the oil will
spread better.

There are excellent docking
facilities at the former place, and many
advantages in saving time on the mail
deliveries and other important work
would follow this change. A prominent
officer of the Inman line was seen yes-
terday on the subject, but declined to
discuss it, saying; “I beg you will pardon
any expression from me concerning the
matter.”

THE DISSATISFIED GUARDS.

They Claim That They Do Not Get &
Suffictent Quantity of Food.

Loxpox,July 18.—While it was a guard-
ed and conservative reply that the sec-
retary of war made last evening to the
inquiries as to the decision arrived at
by the court of inquiry in reference to
their recent meeting to discuss the ac-
tion to be taken in connection with the
disaffection of the second battalion of the
Grenadier Guards, it is generally under-
stood here, and reported at the mili-
tary clubs, that the guard will  be
dispatched to Natal on Tuesday for a
period of at least two years, and no
leave of absence on any excuse what-
ever will be granted. The guardsmen to-
day presented a petition to their com-
manding officer, signed in behalf of the
entire body of troops at the Wellington
barracks, reciting that the average
quantity of food received by them is not
sufficient to keep bedy and soul alive,and
asking that in future they shall receive
what is justly their due and what the gov-
ernment undoubtedly intends theyshould
receive. In strengthening their position,
they call incidents and instances tothe
attention of their commander which point
to the fact that, while they are supposed
to be receiving three-quarters of a pound
of meat, the corruption and inhumanity
in the commissary system, and those
intrusted with its carrying out, prevent
their getting more than one-half of this
daily allowance. They further allege
that this meat is being sold to the offi-
cers’ servants and to the bandsmen,
which the complainants brand as being
dishonest and unfair, especially so as
the 13d. they receive from the govern-
ment per deim is not sufficient to pro-
vide the extra food. They are compelled
to purchase at the canteen in order
to retain their health and strength. The
petition, which is very long, concludes
by saying that the charges atthe refresh-
ment bar are too heavy, and that bar-
rack damages should be abolished, as
they are monstrously unfair. As an off-
set to and a compensation for all these
faults, the men demand increase pay,
and ask that necessary sanitary and
other improvements’ be made in_their
quarters. It is loudly whispered that
widespread and wholesale discontent is
prevalent throughout the British army,
that other rigiments, encouraged by the
action of the guards, will take a similar
stand, and make like demands, all of
which is calculated to precipitate trouble.
