“The first. part of' the -overland route
to Alaska is easy travelling and through
a pleasant country, but the latter part
is awful,” said J. R, ‘MecDonald.

Mr. MeDonald  formerly lived at
White Bluff prairie.. - Ac¢éompanied. by
his son, A. E. MecDonald, and A. W.
Lowe, he left Spokane April 12 last over
the overland route’ for Hazelton, intend-
‘ug to go from there to the mouth of the
Finley river to prospeet for gold, which
they had heard existed there in :large
quantities. The party arrived -at Hazel-;
ton August 1. There it was found im-
practicable to go to their proposed des-
tination, for the snow would be on thém
before they could do- anything, they.
would have no feed for their horses and
wonld have to wait until next spring.
Accordingly they sold. their outfits at a
good figure and returned, coming down
the Skeena river in a vanoe, and having
thrilling adventures on ‘the way.

"“We had 18 horses in our outfit going
up,” said Mr. MecDonald yesterday,
“three riding horses and 15 pacK uani-
mals.  While other parties that left
about the same time we did lost many’
horses on the -way, we . were fortunate
and took ourselves and oqQur horses
through to Hazelton in good condition.
We did not have an aceident on the way.

“Leaving Spokane April 12 we went |
by way of Wild Goose Bill’s ferry and |
up the shores of Okanagan lake, acrossI
the boundary and on to Ashecroft. ‘'L'he
distances given as being  correct We
found to be away off. It is at least
500 miles to Ashecroft, but the roads
were good and we covered that distance |
in 21 days.
~"Beyond Ashcroft the trail was good,
In fact a practical wagon road, except
for the*last 300 miles before reaching
Hazelton. Those 300 miles were ter- |
rific. It had been raining a great deal,
and what made the roads worse was
that several herds of ecattle had been
dAriven over them. The mud was up to
the bellies of the horses. Travelling was
wwtul. We went through it successfully. |
however, and reached Hazelton in good |
health., There we found it impracticabie !
to .go to our intended destination, so0
we sold out. We sold our cayuses at
an - advance of $200 on what we bad
paid for them, and our outfits we dis-
posed of to the Hudson Bay Company
at a good figure. y

“"We came down the Skeena river in
a4 big Indian canoe in which were 16
white men who had become disgusted
and were returning and two lndians.
In the canoe with us was a ton and a
half of baggage. ‘Omne old Indian was
¢iptain of the craft, and he had an im-
mense rudder to steer -with. It was
fully 24 feet long. This he used -with
effect in the rapids. With this. canoe
we ran the canyon of the river, where
the stream narrows to 70 feet and the
water foams and rushes at a terrific
rate. There is a sharp turn in the can-
von, the river turning about at right an-
cles. The Indians' promised to portage
here, but they did not. I was facing
the stern and did not know what was up
nntil the ecaptain in the stern took off
his coat and vest. rolled them up, teok
off his hat, said ‘Paddle, boys; bad wa-
ter.” Then T turned around and saw
entering the canyon. The run
was three-quarters of a mile long, and
we must have gone #hrough at the rate
of a mile a minute. I shut my eyes and
held my breath until we were safely
out of it.”

Juicy and nutritious mutton  chops
and cutlets are always in demand, and
it is likely that no price would be suf-

| ficiently high to prohibit their sale. The.|
epicurean palates of Victorians must be !

modest income, the news that the price
of mutton is likely to advance will, per-
haps, cause a twinge of regret. 'I'he
mutton supply of British Columbia, for
some inscrutable reason, ®is principally
drawna from Eastern Oregon and Hast-

ern’ Washington, and advices received '

from those’regions are to the effect that
the severe snowstorms of the past week
have resulted in the loss of thousands
of head of sheep. In two bands there
are 9,000 almost given up for lost, and
another larger band, after being hunted

«for, for three days, has bden 'abandoned.

Three feet of snow has fallen in tHe
foothills, and the , sheep cannot get
throuzh it to the valley below, and all

the grass in the mountains is covered.

Never since the winter of 1889, when
the sheep perished by scores of thous-
ands in Eastern Oregon, has there been

! so great a loss to the sheep men of Ore-!

gon and Washington.

A prominent butchér to-day expressed
astonishment that. the people of ‘British
Columbia. do not go in more extensively
for sheep raising on the islands of the
gulf. “There are many places where
féed is abundant and where, owing to
the natural boundary of, the salt water,
herding would be easy,’ if not unneces-
sary. Then the winter season .is_ SO

favorable that no such calamity as has.
_befallen the less favored people

of Ore-
Washington * could possibly
happen. In the meantime, there being
practically no sheep in the province,
mutton eaters will have to pay dearly
for their chops and cutlets.

MR. PATERSON BXPLAINS.

Mr. Foster’s Unfairness in Dealing With
the Increased Expenditure.

Forest, Ont., Dec. 2.—Speaking here last
night, Hon. Mr. Paterson said that Mr.
Foster made a great mistake the other
n'ght when he asserted that the expendi-
ture - has been increased by four millions
since 1898. Mr. Paterson pointed out from
the public accounts that the increase was
less than two millions, notwithstanding
the fact that those of 1896 were left un-
paid until next year.

It was putting
the great canal system of Canada in such
a condit'on that products of the coun-
try would reap the full benefit for the
immense sums spent on canals.

OUTBREAK IN ARABIA.

Constant'nople, Dec. 2. — It is reported
that there has been renewed fighting at
Yemen, the principal division of Arabia,
one of the chief towns of which is Aden,
a British -naval station on the gulf of.that
name. The. Turkish troops are sald to
bave suffered gerious defeat between Mo-
delda - and Sana. The rebels in this dis-
trict are said to have hoisted the Britigsh
flag. Turkish officials here are reticent
regarding the outbreak.
