He told of how he had first ïônght 
Improvements, and not succeeding In get­
ting these, ran for the council. Hd did 
not do so for private purposes or for the 
remuneration’ in it. This he was not 
looking for, and in proof of this stated 
that he had given away his civic salary. 
In his own community lit# was hardly 
worth living, for neighbors 'were continu­
ally after him to know why larger 
periditures had not been made in that 
part of the city.

INTERESTING ADDRESS
TO THE WORKINGMEN

E. A. Lewis, one of the candidates for 
the school trustee board, was the next 
speaker. All, he said, must have been 
gratified by the high standard set by the 
Victoria schools. New schools will have 
to be built. A large building should be 
built in the Oakland estate and Victoria 
West, thus doing away with the small 
wooden buildings and relieving the pres­
sure on the central schools. If elected he 
would do all in his power to increase the 
present educational advantages of the 
city.

C. E. Redfern;
" C. E. Redfern was the first speakei- of 
the evening. It was the first time he 
had had an opportunity of address­
ing a meeting in this hall. He- Was thus 
placed in a position to judge the wants 
of the district. If elected he would see 
that a fair and equitable proportion of 
the city’s money was spent in the dis­
trict. Out of $505,532 expended last 
year, $46,946 had been available for 
street improvement. "When it was con­
sidered that there -were 82 miles of 
streets and 156 miles of sidewalk, apart 
from the bridges, it would be seen that 
there was an allowance of about 50 cents 
to a foot of street. The area of the city 
was too large for its population. In this 
respect a mistake had been made daring 
ex-Mayor Grant’s time. More revenue 
was required without raising taxation, 
which he would be opposed to.

If elected he would be disposed to have 
a representative committee appointed to 
investigate the whole fiscal system to 
see that there was no unjust pressure on 
any particular class. He would uot taffy 
anyone. If elected he would do what he 
could for the benefit of the Sty as a 
whole.

A Voice—Towards Oakland?
Mr. Redfern—No, I am -afraid I can’t 

say that. There was one thing, how­
ever that he thought could be done for 
the district, and that was the installation 
of a few more lights. Whether the pres­
ent electric plant could supply more 
lights he was not in a position to state.

Mr. Redfern then referred to his pre­
vious work in the municipal government. 
There had been three important planks 
in his platform, that of the improvement 
of streets, the establishment of a setver 
system and the completion of the water­
works. As all knew the streets were in 
a very bad condition when he assumed 
office. These were improved, and finally 
the paving of the streets commenced. 
The sewer system Mr. Redfern claimed 
to be the ^father of. The speaker traced 
the history of this undertaking step by 
step up till the past year. Of the 
amount appropriated pn the sewers there 
was still about $120,000 to be expended, 
of which about $80,000 would be spent 
this year, and the balance the following 
year. By this time the revenue derived 
would be such as to warrant the borrow­
ing of an additional sum for the comple­
tion of the work. As all knew, there 
were some sections of the city, that can­
not he sewered by the present system of 
gravitation. It will have to be carried 
out by the septic tank plan. —

As to the waterworks, the speaker 
maintained that these were in a good 
condition. The water was pure and 
wholesome, and when an additional 24- 
inch main was needed he hoped that the 
population would be so. increased that 
the extra burden placed on the. citizens 
would not fall heavily.

One of the most important works of 
the approaching municipal term was the 
carrying out of the improvements at 
James Bay. The advent of the C. P. R. 
to this city Mr. Redfern believed could 
not be too highly estimated. The filling 
in of the roadway across the Bay would 
have to be done immediately. As for 

account of the tjje balance of the work it might be left 
tmjtil Spring.

The Point Ellice bridge he was glad 
to hear was rapidly nearing comple­
tion, find he understood that there would 
be a substantial, balance over and" above 
the cost of the structure.

There was still another matter which 
should engage the attention of the resi­
dents, particularly within the city. He 
alluded to the harbor improvement. Ship­
ping in the upper harbor suffered greatly 
from lack of this. The Incoming mayor 
and council should do everything in their 
power to bring about this improvement. 
They should work hand in hand with the 
Dominion representatives in securing 
Victoria’s rightful claims in this connec­
tion.

The Indian reserve hung fire terribly. 
When the opportunity did come to the 
citizens they should be ready to take 
advantage of it. Victoria wanted public 
wharves, and a section of the reserve 
should be reserved for a park.

James Manten asked if Mr. Redfern 
was in favor of a metre system.

Mr. Redfern said no, that he was not 
in favor of metres, generally speaking, 
although as a question of^ expediency it 
might have been necessary to introduced 
the metres to limit the supply of those 
who made great waste of the water. He

W. J. Boldon, another trustee candi­
date, was in favor of technical educa­
tion, , What was the use of teaching a 
boy certain subjects in the High school 
when lie never brought them into practi­
cal use? he asked.

Mr. McKay, who was first called upon, 
expressed -himself strongly in favor of 
the establishment of a thoroughly equip­
ped technical school, and pointed out the 
great benefit to b£ derived from such an 
institution. He was m favor of supply­
ing all school books at cost. He then 
animadverted in very plain terms upon 
the unsafe and unsanitary condition of 
Victoria West school, and pointed out the 
fact that one reason for the serious 
crowding of the city schools was the at­
tendance at these schools of large num­
bers of children residing in the district, 
who should properly attend their own 
well-equipped district schools. If elect­
ed, he promised he would give these mat­
ters his earnest attention. He concluded 
By paying a high tribute to the work of 
Mr. O’Donoghue for labor’s cause.

In the course of a few remarks, Presi­
dent Johnson, of the Laborers’ Protec­
tive Union, urged the importance of the 
workingmen having representatives on 
all public bodies. The workingmen had 
started well, and should continue the agi­
tation until they had representatives at 
the council board on the executive com­
mittee of 'every public body in the coun­
try.

At present there 
were many thousands of dollars sent out 
of the city every year for the purpose of 
giving boys a training1 abroad. If tech­
nical education was tought here this 
could be carried out for a fraction of the 
cost.’1 The system bad been tried! in 
Toronto, and found to work well.

Andre w Oleson. had a few words to 
say in conclusion on. school matters gen­
erally, and after a vote of thanks had 
been,passed to the chairman tire meeting 
adjourned.

Mr. Sivertz, secretary of the trades 
and labor council, then spoke, and he, 
too, earnestly impressed upon the work­
ingmen the absolute necessity of pro­
tecting their own best interests by see­
ing to it that they had representatives 
of their own on all public bodies. He 
favored the election of Mr. McKay.

In introducing Mr. O’Donoghue, the 
chairman paid him a high tribute, 
describing Him as a life-long champion 
of labor rights.

Mr. O’Donoghue was received with 
cheers. He alluded encouragingly of the 
progress labor was making, and urged 
workingmen to do their utmost for its 
advancement. They must have represen­
tatives from their own ranks in ail de­
partments of public life, otherwise how 
could they secure what was their due 
as the toilers? He was not a believer 
in classes, but he was strongly in favor 
of workingmen maintaining their right­
ful position id public affairs. He then 
gave a most interesting 
Toronto technical school, and showed 
how that splendid, useful institution had 
grown from its inception with 368 pupils 
and an appropriation of $6,000 in 1901. 
to 2,020 pupils, and an appropriation of 
$26,000 in 1003. It was working in­
calculable benefit to Canada by turning 
out hundreds of skilled, intelligent me­
chanics and workmen in all branches 
of industry, young men who could work 
alongside the best workmen in the 
world, earn the highest wages and de­
velop Canada’s industrial resources to 

enormous degree—as was needed in 
these days of fierce competition in all 
lines of trade and industry.

Mr. O’Donoghue gave many interesting 
illustrations and examples to prove his 

•contention that technical schools were 
what Canada now most urgently need­
ed. It was due to the iantelligent efforts 
of Toronto trades and 
that that magnificent school had been 
founded. He then gave a few words of 
wise council to the workingmen regard­
ing politics, and asked them to remem­
ber that amidst the wranglings and 
rivalries of parties there was one party 
above all others for the workingmen to 
support, and that was the labor party. 
Let the workingmen elect workingmen, 
and there would soon be an end to 
many a grievance under which working­
men now struggled. The secret of the 

: whole business was united action. When 
they had elected their men let them 
stand by them faithfully. He pointed out 
the dangers of disruption and want of 
unity in forcible and eloquent terms. 
Mr. ’Donoghue’s address was listened 
to with the greatest attention, and was 
followed by very hearty applause.

When he 
took his seat he received round after 
round of applause. A few remarks were 
then made by Rev. Mr. Rowe, bidding 
farewell to Rev. Mr. Pearse, after which 
the Doxology was sung.

FAREWELL LECTURE BY

REV. MARK G. PEARSE
.* . .

Metropolitan Methodist Cfiufch Was 
Crowded Wednesday—A Very 

Instructive Address.
Rev. Mr.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
“Christian Socialism” was the subject 

of the farewell address by Rev. Mark 
Guy Pearse at the Metropolitan Metho­
dist church last evening. The. lecture 
dealt principally with the condition of 
the poor of Western London, the miser­
able, hopeless life of large numbers be­
ing described in graphic • terms. Rev. 
Mr. Pearse’s remarks were enlivened by 
numerous anecdotes of a humorous char­
acter, which were thoroughly appreciat­
ed judging by the merriment they creat­
ed At the conclusion of the address 
Rev. Elliott S. Rowe made a few re- 
màrks. He would not attempt to thank 
Rev. Mr. Pearse on behalf of those who 
had listened to his lectures here, because 
he felt that any words he could use 
would not give adequate expression to 
their appreciation. All were sorry this 
was the last occasion Rev. Mr. Pearse 
would appear before a Victoria audience, 
•on his present tour, and everyone hoped 
that some time in the future he would 
again visit the city.

The auditorium and galleries were 
crowded last evening long before the 
time annotinced for the commencement 
of the lecture. There were more pres­
ent than on Monday, many being unable 
to obtain seating accommodation. Rev. 
Mr. Pearse was greeted with enthusiasm. 
After the singing of an appropriate 
hymn, Rev. E. S. Rowe introduced the 
speaker.

Rev. Mr. Pearse expressed pleasure at 
being given an opportunity to talk .to 
Victorians on the condition of people in 
the Old Land. If there was anything 
that should make Canadians appreciate 
the glory of the blue sky ahd their,won­
derful heritage, it was a knowledge of 
the deplorable condition of *he masses in 
the Old Country.

FRUIT GROWERS HOLD
THEIR FIRST MEETING

Permanent Officers Elected and Interest­
ing Papers iLead by Members of 

the Organization.

V
The district fruit growers have now 

effected a permanent organization. Some 
time ago the preliminary meetings were 
held and the necessary by-laws and consti­
tutions adopted. Now the associ at ion ™ has 
the stock subscribed and have held their 
first general meeting.

The following were elected the perman­
ent officers: Thos. Bryden, president; A. 
Strachan, 1st vice-president; A. Stewart,. 
2nd vice-president; and J. C. Grant, secre­
tary-treasurer.

Tne association passed the following 
resolution:

Whereas, a large percentage of the jams- 
and jellies labelled “genuine or pure,” 
which ere offered for sale within tkJfr prov- 
ince, are adulterated:

And whereas,, the low prices quoted otir". 
these articles secure for them a ready sale 
to the disadvantage of the pure article:

And whereas, the interests of the manu- , 
facturçrs of" pure goods, the fruit growers 
and the public generally' are thereby in­
jured:

Therefore be it resolved, That this asso­
ciation urgently requests the representa­
tives of British Columbia in the Dominion 
House to use their influence with the gov­
ernment in securing the' Immediate enforce­
ment of the 1‘ure Foods Act.

That a copy of this resolution be sent 
to each of the provincial representatives, 
and the eo-operation of the Provincial Hor­
ticultural Society and the Boards of Trade 
be solicited in support \of this movement, 
and that the provincial government be ask­
ed to assist.

Referring to the size of London, the 
speaker said: “Think of what the whole 
of London means—6,500,000 people—the 
world has seen nothing like it.” In the 
whole of the Dominion, a country as big 
as Europe, the population was only 
5,000,000, over a million less than the 
number of people living crowded to­
gether in London. _ “You can’t begin to 
think what this means. In South Africa, 
a country as large as thirteen Great 
Britains, there are not as many people 
as ,in England's metropolis. If you start 
from Victoria and walk towards the 
north of the Island until you cover half 
the distance, and then imagine that all 
that district is thickly populated, house 
joining house, you have a better idea of 
the crowded Condition of the masses in 
London. Every room in each house 
where the poor livp is occupied by a 
rfàmily.’’ He told of how sometimes sev­
eral families would occupy one room, and 
mentioned one specific ease w here three 
families were living in this way. “They 
lived peaceably,” he remarked, “until 
one family took iii a boarder, nnd then 
there was a row.”

A committee was appointed to carry out 
the objects arrived at in the resolution.

R. M. Faliuer read a paper on shipping 
fruit. He advised those who could to get 
a list of the fruit dealers in the Northwest 
and Manitoba from the Dominion Express 
agent. He tabulated the necessary quali­
fications in shipping fruit as follows: 1. 
That it shall have carrying quality; 2. 
That it shall /have a good appearance; 3. 
That It %hnll be put up In even grades, 
that is, honestly; 4. That It shall be In 
regular trade packages, marked with the 
name and quality of the fruit and the name 
and address of the grower; 5. That it shall 
be of as good quality as possible consistent 
with the preceding requirements. Packages 
—Apples in 45-Ib. box; pears in 40-Ib. box; 
plums in 20-Ib. crate, 4 baskets; cherries In 
10-lt). box, or 24 crates; crab apples In 50-Ib. 
boxes; strawberries in crates; raspberries, 
bulk, in palls.

H. E. Tanner, M. P. P., read a very In­
teresting paper on the culture of straw­
berries. He pointed out that success in 
that business, as in all others, required that 
the person should have a love for it, and 
not look only to the financial side. Experi­
ments should be carried out to prove the 
best varienes, etc. As to the best soli for 
strawberries, he recommended a fairly 
light loam with a little sand, yet with good
