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Farm Life as it Might be. .

(From & Speech by Col. Ingersol.)

It is not necessary in this age of the
world for the farmer to rise in ‘the mid-
dle of the night and begin his’'work. The
getting up #o early.in morning is a
relic of barbarism. It has made hun-
dreds of thousands of young men curse
the buginess. Therd'is na need of get-
ting up at three or four o'clock in the
winter morning. The farmer who per-
sists in dragging his wife and children
from their beds ought to be visited by
a missionary. It is time enough to
rise after the sun has set the example.
In the old times they used to get up
about thieg «'elock in the morning, and
go to work Tong before the sun had
risen with ‘healing upon his wings’ and,
as a just punishment, they all had the
ague ; and they onght to have it now.
‘When you rise at four and work till
dark, what is life worth ! Of what use
is all the improved machinery nless it
tends to give the farmer a little more
leisure ? What is harvesting now com-
pared with what it was in the old time !
Think of the days of reaping, of crac-
ling, of raking and binding and mowing.
Think of thrashing with the flail and
winnowing with the wind. And now
think of the reapers and mowers, the
binders and threshing-maéhires, ,and
plows and elevators, upon which the
farmer rides protected from the sun.
Tf, with all these advantages, you can-
not get a living without rising in the
middle of the night, go into some other
business. You should not rob your
families .of sleep. -Sleep is the best
medicirie in the world.  Sleep until you
are thoroughly restored. When you
work, work ; and when you get through
take a good long and refreshing sleep.

A great many farmers seem to think
that they are the only laborers in the
world. - This is & foolish thing. Far-
mers cannot get along without the me-
chanic.” You are not independent of
the man of genius. Your prosperity
depends upon the-inventor. The world
advances by the assistance of all labor-
ers, and all labor is under obligations,
to the jnventions of genius. The in-
ventor does as much for _agriculture as
he who tills the seil: Until genius and
labor formed a partnership there was
no such thing as prosperity among men.
Every reaper and mower, every agricul-

* tural implement, has elevated the work
of the farmer, and his vocation grows
grander with every invention. In the
olden time the| pgricalturist was ignor-
ant ; he knew nothing of machinery ;
he was the slave of superstition.

The farmer has been elevated through
science, and -he should not forget the
debt he‘owés o tHe methanic, 4p the
inventor, to the thinker. should
remember that all labo: long to
the same grand family—that they are
the real kings and ‘queens,. the only
true nobility. r

Above all, let every farmer treat his
wife with infinite kindness. Give your
sons and danghters every advantage in
your power. In the air of kimdness
they will grow about you like flowers.
They will ill your homes with sunshine
and all your years with joy. Do not
try to rule by force.. A blow from a
parent ledves. aifchy on the soul. ‘T
should feel ashamed to die surrounded
by children I had whipped. Think of
feeling upon your dying lips the kiss of
a child you had struck. _

See to it that your wife has every eon-
venience. Make her life worth living.
Never allow her to Become' a setvant.
Wives, weary and worn mothers,
wrinkled and - bent, before their time,
fill homes with grief and shame. If
you are not able to hire help for your
wives, help them yourselves. See that
they have the best utensils to work
with. Women cannot create things by
magic. Have plenty of wood and coal
—good cellags and plenty of them.—
Have cisterns so that you can have
plenty of rain water for washing.. Po
not rely on a barrel and a board.—
When the rain comes the bodrd will be
lost or the hoops will be off the barrel.

Farmers should live like princes.—
Eat the best things you raise ‘and sell
the rest. Have good things to cook
with. ; Of all people in our country you
should live the best. Throw your mis-
erablg little stoves out of the window.
Get #gnges, and have them so built that
your wife nedd not burn her face off to
get you a breakfast. Do not make her
cook i a kitchen hot as perdition.—
The beef, not the cook, should' be
roasted. It is just as easy to have
things convenient and right as to have
them any other way.

Cooking is one of the fine arts.  Giver
your wives and daughters things to
cook and things to cook with, and they
will soon become most excellent cooks.
Good cooking is the basis of civilization.
The man whose arteries and veins are
filled with rich blood made of good and
well-cooked food has.pluck, courage,
endurance, and noble impulses.

In the good old days there would-be
eloven children in the family and only
one skillet. Everything was broken
or cracked or loaned or lost.

There ought to be a law making it a
crime punishable by imprisonment, to
fry beefsteak. Broil it; it is just as
easy, and - when broiled it is delicious.
Fried beefsteak is not fit for a wild
beast. You can broil even on a stove.
Shut the back damper, open the front
one, then take off & cover. There will
be a draught downward through this
opening. Put on your steak, using a
wire broiler, and not a particle of smoke
will touch it, for the reason that the
smoke goes down. If you try to broil
it with the damper open, the smoke
will rise. For broiling, coal, even soft
cval, makes a better fire than wood.

There is no reason why farmers
should not have fresh meat all'the year
round. There 18 certainly no sense in
stuffing yourself full of salt meat every
morning and making a well or cistern
of your stomaech for the rest of the day.
Every farmer should have an ice-house.
Upon or near every farm is some stresi
from which plenty of ice can be obtain--
ed, and the long summer days made
delightful. Dr. Draper, one of the
world’s greatest scientists, says that ice
water is healthy, and that it has done
away with many of the low forms of
fever in the great cities. Ioce has be-
come one of the necessities of civilized
life, and without it there is very little

comfort.

Make your homes pleasant. Have

your houses warm and comfortable for
the winter. Do not build a atory and |

@ half house. The half story is simply
an oven in which, during the summer,
you will bake every night, and feel in
the morning as though only the rind of
yourself was left.

Decorate you rooms, even if you do
80 with cheap engravings. The cheap-
est are far better than none. Have

er papers, and read them.
ou have more leisure than dwellers in

cities. Beautify . your grounds with
plants and flowers and vines. Have
good gardens. Remember that every-
thing tends to the elevation of man.
Every little morning’ glory whose pur-
ple bosom is thrilled with the amorous
kisses of the sun-tends to put a blossom
in your heart. Do not judge of the
value of everything by the market re-
ports. Every flower about the house
certifies to the refinement of somebody.
Every vine, climbing and blossoming,
tells of love and joy.

Mgke your houses comfortable: Do
not huddle together in a little room
around a red hot stove, with every win-
dow fastened down. Do not live in
this poisoned atmosphere, and then,
when one of your children”dies, put a
piece in the papers commencing with
‘‘ Whereas it has pleased Divine Provi-
dence to remove from our midst “
Have plenty of air and plenty of
warmth. Comfort is health. Do not
imagine anything is unhealthy simply
because it is pleasant. This is an old
and foolish idea.

Let your children sleep. Do not
drag them from their beds in the dark-
ness of night. Do not compel them to
associate all that is tiresome, irksome
and dreadful with cultivating the soil.
In this way you bring farming into
hatred and disrepute. Treat your chil.
dren with infinite kindness—treat
them as equals. There is no happiness
in a home not. filled with love. Where
the husband hates the wife ; where the
wife hates the husband ; where children
hate their parents and each other"there
is a hell on earth. :

There is no reason why farmers
should not be the kindest and most
cultivated of men. There is nothing
in plowing the fields to make them
cross, cruel and crabbed. To look upon
the sunny slopes covered with daises
does pot tend to make men unjust.—
Whoever labors for the happiness of
those he Ioves, elevates’ himself, no
matter whether he works in the dark
and dreary shop or in ‘the perfumed
fields. To work for others,is, in reality,
the only way in which a man can work
for himself. Selfishness is ignorance.
Speculators cannot make unless some-
body loses. In the realm of specula-
tion every success has at least one vic-
tim. The harvest reaped by the farm-
er benefits all and injures no one. For
him to sncceed it is not necessary tha!
sume oue should fail. The same is true
of ‘all producers—of all laborers.

I can imagine no condition that car-
ries with it such a promise of joy as
that of the farmer in the early winter.
He has his cellar filled, he has made
every preparation for the days of snow
and storm—he looks forward to three
months of ease and rest ; three months
of fireside comfort ; three months with
wife and children ; three months of long
and-delightful evenings ; three months
of home ; three months of solid com-
fort.

When tho life of a farmer is such as
I have:described, the cities and towns
will not be filled with want—the streets
will not be crowded with wrecked
rogues, broken bankers, and bankrupt
speculators. The fields will be tilled,
and country vjllages, slmost hidden by,
trees, aud vines, and flowers, filled with
industrious -and happy people, will
nestle like gems on every plain.

The idea must be done away with
that there is. something "intellectually
degrading in cultivating the soil. No-
thing can be more noble than to be
useful. Ldleness should not be respect-
ed/ !

If farmers will cultivate well, and
without waste ; if they will so build
that their houses will be warm in win-
ter, and cool in summer ; if they plant
trees and beautify their homes ; if they
will occupy their leisure in reading, in
thinking, and improving their minds,
and in devising ways and meaus to
make their business profitable ; if they
will live nearer together und cultivate
sociability ; if they will come together
often ; if they will have reading-rooms,
and cultivate music ; if they will have
bathrooms, ice-houses, and good gar-
dens ; if the nights can be taken for

sleep and the evénings. for enjoyment ; |

everybody will be in love with the fields.
Happiness should be the object o life,
and if life on the farm can be made
really happy, the children .will grow
up in love with the meadows, the
streams, the woods, and the old home.
Around the farm will cling and cluster
the memories of delightful years.
