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A Solitary Death.

On Moaday morning last, considerable
excitement was caused in the neighbor-
hood of 8t. John St., Chatham, by the an-

t that the d d body of

Miss Mary Aon McDonald had been found

at her dwelling, corner of Townley and

St. John streets. The deceased was a

seamstress, about 40 years of age, whose

custom it was to be away from her home

a good degl at the houses of those who

employed her. She lived in two rooms

adjoining the Townley house, but not
connected with it, her premises being
gained by a separate street door, and also

ray

| by a back door leading into the yard.

The front room was used by her for gen-
eral purposes and the back one as a bed-
room, the back door opening directly from
the latter. Persons passing along the
sidewalk of St. John Street on Sunday
were sensible of offensive efluvia proceed-
ing from the premises of Miss McDonald,
but attributed it to various causes—little
thinking that the unfortunate woman’s
dead body was within and had been lying
upon the floor for seven or eight days.
The finding of the and attendant

with internal bleeding once or twice.

Miss Kate Perley deposed that she was .
acquainted with deceased for five or six |
years; she was net generally healthy—was |
troubled with hemorrhage of the bowels.
Witness attended her about this time last
summer when she had a very severe at-
tack of hemorrbage ; the b{aeding was
very excessive; she was worse last summer
than ever before. Witness last saw de-
ceased on Monday night, 12th inst.; at
that time she complained a little, but said
she was better than she had been. On
Friday evening last witness went to the |
front door of her dwelling and knocked,
but received no answer, %)ecened was in
the habit of going from home without
telling any person, so witness thought sae
was away, asusual. On Monday witness
became anxious about her and thought she
would be home ou Saturday night if in
town: she had 'often said to witness she
expected to be found dead at some time
from bleeding. Witness weut this (Mon-
day) morning, accompanied by Mr. Town-
iey, to her door which was ajar; just
looked in and saw the body,.face down.
‘wards, as if she had fallen ; she was in
her night clothing.

When attacked by the bleeding it
would last a week, more or less. There
was a broken basin in the room. Witness
thon%ht that if she had been attacked by
the bleeding at night the door would not
have been found open, as it was.

To a juror—The bleeding would come
on suddenly, and she wonld be very weak.
. Miss Sarah Saxsmith, deposed — Was

timately acquainted with d d for
a number of years ; she was unhealthy—
troubled with hemorrhage of the bowels,
attacks of which would render her very
weak. She would have bleeding fora
day and perhaps it would come on for
several days together. She would lose
considerable blood and remain very weak
for days afterwards. She was in the
habit of staying alone where she lived.
She often said she expected to bleed to |
death at some time. I went to her place |
this morning with Miss Perley and saw
deceased lying near her bed on the flocr
in her night clothing. The sheet was on
the bed and the quilt lying over the foot
of the bedstead. The y was lying be-
side the bed, the head towards the foot of
the bed. I threw a quilt over the body,
from which there was a strong smell.
There was a broken basin and a teapot on
the floor near the door. The basin might
have fallen from a shelf that was near the
door. Idid not notice any work about.

To a juror—Deceased was five weeks
sick with this same trouble about this
time last summer; she was then confined
to bed and very weak, hnvi'n% lost con-
siderable blcod, and was unable to help
herselt.

Jas. W. Townley, sworn, said—De-
ceased occupied a portion of our house
(unconnected, however, with the portion
we live in) for two years. She was in the
habit of being away sewing often; she
geldom, if ever, left word where she was
when absent. 1met her one Saturday
night, 3 or 4 weeks ago, just going into
her place, which is the last time I saw
her. On this occasion, we thought she
was away, as usual. Last Friday even-
ing Miss Perley rapped at the front door
and I then said Miss McDonald must be
away from home. To day Miss Perley,

panied by m ther and myself,
went to the rear dcor. Miss Perley went
ahead. I did not then go in, but looked
in. The body lay as if it had fallen out
of bed. Tlm{ed had blood on it about
the middleand in la quantity; there
was also blood on the I‘ftsor. —There was
night clothing on the body. which, from
the smell, was iderably d posed
There was a broken basin on the floor and
a table near the bed, besides other arti-
cles in the room. I have heard of de-
ceased being sick since she cama to live
here. There did not seem to be any dis-
order about the room.

This closed the evidence. The Coroner
itated to the jury that he had attended
deceased a year ago, when she was at-
tacked by hemorrhage of the bowels.
She lost a great deal of blood and was
very weak and prostrated. As her moth-
er was, also, subject to similar attacks
the trouble was, in all probability, heredi-
tary. He had no doubt that death, in
this case, was caused byone of the usual
sudden attacks of hemorrhage of the
bowels. Examination of the bed also
showed that deceased had made prepar-
ation for the hemorrhage which caused
her death.

The Coroner asked the jury whether
they deemed it necessary to have a post-
mortem examination of the body made,
and they agreed with him that it would
be unnecessary and returned the verdict
that deceased had died from asudden at-
tack of hemorrhage of the bowels.

After the inquest had been closed and
the body was removed for burial in St.
Andrew’s chirchyard, the Coroner and
Mr. Jas. Townley, in examining the bed..
room of deceased, found on the table a
sheet of note-paper covered with writing
in pencil.’ It ranas follows,—

¢ I did not expect to see the light of
this morning, but God is good, but better
far to die. I hope that everyoue will for-
give me and most of all you, Sarah Smith
and my brothers John and Jim. O, if
you only knew what I am suffering, men.
tally as well as physically. I have been
lying here sinee last Tuesday night. May
God forgive . Bear in
mind it was no gain to me to keep his

pany, as I have to meet my God and
that bofzn another morn, I expect. I
am growing very weak. O, that I dared
to call somebody,but, O, the shame * * *
There is & bank book with $30 and in-
terest. That will bury me.” etc.

The parts of the letter we have omitted,
excepting the name of the ‘man referred
to, gives directions concerning the dis-
position of the unfortunate woman’s
progerty. which was not large, but suffi-
cient to cover all necessary funeral ex-
penses,

The finding of this document seems to
reopen the case and surround it with
some painfully suggestive features. As
it stood when the evidence available at
the inquest closed there was every reason
to believe that the hemorrhage to which
deceased was subject had suddenly come
upon anddeprived her of the strength nec-
essary toenable her to summon aid,in which
helpless condition her life ebbed out,
The sheet of note paper, however, shows
that the poor woman veluntarily faced a
lingering death. She lay from Tuesday
night until Fridsy morning expecting
death. She thought it would be better to

die ; she was ‘‘suffering mentally as well
as physically” ; she refers to a man whom |
she asks God to forgive and the keeping
of whose company had been no gain to
her; she would call somebody to help her

At half past twelve
life had ebbed away and soon after the
remains were conveyed to the manse.

Mr. Boyd was a native, we believe, of
Economy, N. 8. He studied at Dalhou-
sie and took a full divinity course at
Edinburg. He had been nearly five
years in the pastoral charge of Bass River
aad Weldford and four years married. He
leaves & widow and two children—a boy
and a girl—the youngest being only six
weeks old at the time of the father’s
death,

Tosay the deceased clergyman was
highly esteemed, but faintly expresses
the great personal regard in which he was
held, not only by his own charge but by
all who knew him in Kent County and
elsewhere. He seemed attached to his
people in no ordinary way, aud was luved
and admired for his kindliness of heart, as
well as for the high talents with which
ke was endowed.

The funeral took place on Saturday at
8 p. m. and it is safe to say that it was
the largest ever known in Kent County.
People of all classes came from far and
near to the the burial of their friend, and
Protestant and Catholic alike testified to
the loss the ity had tained
Church of England and Methodist clergy
mingled with those of the church of de-
ceased in paying their last respects to
the remains, Theservice at the house
was conducted by Rev. Malcolm McKen-
zie of Richibucto, and included the bap-
tism of the infant. The service at the
church was presided over by the Moder-
ator, Rev. Mr. Murray of Douglastown.
Rey. Mr. Quinn,of Bathurst, offered pray-
er, Rev. Mr. Murray, of Buctouche, read
the Scriptures, and Rev. Mr. Waits, of
Chatham, delivered the sermon, which
was from the text, ‘‘There is but one step
between me and death.”

The pall-bearers were Rev. Malcolm
McKensie, Rev, Mr. Murray, of Douglas.
town, Rev. Mr. Murray, of Buctouche,
Rev.Mr. Quinn, Rev. Mr. Waits and Mr.
McRae, probationer, of Kouchibouguac.

Telegrams and letters of sympathy and
expressing regret that they could not be
present were received from Rev. Messrs,
Russell of Dalhousie, Herdman of Camp-
bellton, McCarter of Redbank and Rob-
ertson of Black River.

The funeral procession included 216
carriages and » iarge number on foot, and
it was estimated that about 2000 persons
were present,

After the funeral a meeting of the
Presbytery was held at the church, which
was presided over by Rev. Mr. Murray,
Moderator, Rev. Malcolm McKensie act-
ing clerk, pro tem. Steps were taken to
declare the charge of the deceased clergy-
man vacant on the second Sunday in Sep-
tember, and arrang ts were made for
supply. Mr. McRae is to preach on Sun-
day next and Rev. David Mann the two
followiug Sundays. Rev.
Kenzie was appointed Moderator of Ses-
sion during the vacancy.

It is a singular thing that although the
horse and sulkey driven by the Rev. Mr.
Boyd also went over the bridge, the horse
was not, to all appearance, seriously in-
jured.
