Distributioa of Toung Salmon.

Miramicar HATcHERY, June 14 th, 1889.

The work of distributing the Salmon
fry from the Miramichi Salmon Hatchery
was completed on the 13th inst. The
number of fry turned jout this season was
not as great as the output for the past two
or three years on account of the high
water which prevailed last Autuma and
prevented the fishermen from securing as
many parent fish as was desired.

There were 830,000 ova placed in the
Hatching Troughs from which were suc-
cessfully hatched and distributed 800,000
fry. In addition to this numbeér 50,000
“Eyed Eggs” were received from the
Reatigonche Nursury which have also
been successfully hatched and planted in
the Headwaters of the North West Mira-
michi.

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES

RADERS, Manufactures, and owners of
Weights, Measures, and Weighing Machines
generally, are especially requested to read care-
!ul:y the following instructious and act accord-
ingly :—

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for
irregnlar inspections of the same, which may be
made at any time when deemed necessary by
the Inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penal-
ty on any trader or other person who wiifully
obstructs or itapedes an Inspector or Assistant
Inspector in the performancc of his duty under
said Act, or who refuses to produce the whole of
his Weights and Measures for inspection when
called upon to do so by an Inspecting Officer.

2. Every Trader, Manufacturer and owner of
Weights, Measures and Weighing Machines,
when paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant
Tuspectors of Weights and Measures for verifica-
tion fees, is entitled to, and is especially request-
ed to demand from the oflicer who makes the in-
spection an official certificate (*‘Foria O 6" with
the words *Original for the Trader,” printed at the
head thereof) properly filled out and stamped and
also at same time to carefully ascertain whether
or not the stamps attached to such certificate
represent ezactly in value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mnind that
certificates of verification are of no value whatever
unless stamps covering the full amount of fees
charged are attached.

3. Ownersor holders of these official certificates
are especially requested to keep them carefully
for two years, and in order to secure their safe
keeping it would be advisable to placard them in
their piaces of business in the manner in which
ordinary License certificates are doue; for it
must be distinctly uuderstood that all traders
who are unable to produce their properly stamped
certificates, when asked to do 80 by an Inspector
or Assistant Inspector, may, in all probability,
have to pay over again their verification fees.
