We are too
much like an army fighting in an intreached
camp, taking good:care to keep an open base
for supplies. There is not sufficient aggres-
sive action on our part to do the work.

It would spoil our ease, perhaps in-
terfere with profit, mske trouble, perhaps
carry the charch into politics and so
holding up our hands in holy horror at
the mere thought of such things, we keep in

Then we have the Y. M. C. A., and a few
men have earnestly toiled and nobly labour-
ed through its agency to counteract these
evils, Batoutside of an elect few, how
much help have our chief men given them?
Practically none. Thea the ladies of the
W. C. T. U, bave dooe heroic work, sad if
only woman's work had been sustained by
man’s strong hand, the work would have
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"be>n well migh done long ere this. Bat
bow have they been aided ? By misrepres-
entation of their motives, often by the manly
snecr anC scoff and many an open cordem-
pation from men ‘who, whatever their
potition, need pity. May God guide the
councils of our sis'ers, strengthen their
hearts and nerve their hands aod make
them a hnndred-fold mightier than they are
in their fight agatnat evil, The Good Temp-
lars bave a namo and existence.

Raferring to the New Ocleans lynching
many papers discuss the question why the
Italian murder returns exceed every other
nation on earth. The St. James Gazctte,
quoting Boscu’s statistics on homicide,
shows that the Italians are eight times
more murderous than other Europeans.
[n'Italy ten peraons are tried every day
for murder and eight convicted. A host
of homicides were never recorded. Italiins
at home, it says, are worse than [Italians
abroad. The conclusion is that the
Itahan has murder in his blood and their
rascally exoitability is heightened by the
warm climate and national habit of the
use of the knife.

Bosron, April 19.—At the lumber
wharf of Cuoningham, Banks & Co.,
Eist Boston, yesterday morming, Thomas
Dean and Michael Sveeny were at work
getting out sticks from a pile of hard vine
timber. Without warning, the entire
pile fsll, burying Dean under 40,000 feet
of timber. He was instantly killed. The
body was nearly a shapeless mass, crush-
ed out of all hikeness to a man, and with
avery bone broken. Dean was 28 years
old. Helived on E:sox street, Chelsea,
and leaves a widow and two children.
Michael Sweeney happened to be stand-
ing a little farther from the lumber pile
than his companion, and by jumping es-
caped all but the end of a large timber,
which knocked him down, broke his arm
and bruised him severely.

Mc. Charles E. Kaapp of Dorchester, is
lecturing tho clergy on the error of their
ways in entering into secular business and
speculatious for the purpuse of making
money. His le'ter appears in the Mess-
enger and Visitor, and the following par-
agraph from it is worth quoting:—
‘‘Observations extending over thirty
years have convinced me that when a
minister of the gospel enters the arens of
trade and trafic he too often places his
Christain reputation on its altar, and
comes out bankrupt in character and
capital. I have seen a minister within
the four walls of a jail repenting at leisura
his vain attempt to make money in a
gecular necupation, and compelled to seek
an insolvent confined debtor’s comt to
procure his enlargement from dursnce
vile. I'have known a minister have to
leave the country between two days, welly
knowing that if he waited for the coming [
Monday the sheriff or his deputy would
become oo intimate an acquantunce. I
have the history of a minister who hLad
accumulated a large fortune, stripped of
in a few-months by unfortunate specula-
tions, and his last hours darkened by the
clond of indebtedness that shadowed his
death bed. Thesze men, before they list-
ened to the eyren song, ‘‘there are more
than ordinary gains for yon in these spec-
ulations,” were able ministers of the gos-
pel, respe:ted by high and low, and it is
my belief. that after their bitter repen-
tance the spirit of each took its flight
from the poverty that surtounded it to
rest in the bosom of a forgiving Siviour.
i could mention many ministers who in
their ol1 age are regretting the hundreds,
in some cases, the thousands they have
Inst by placing them where they expect-
ed they woull produce a rich harvest of
dollars.”

Whatever may be the effect of the
United States Goverment’s Indian policy,-
or the impression respecting the ultimate
extinction of the Indians of North Ameri-
ca, it is interesting to krow that the red
man is, -evidently, in the Dominion of
Canada to stay, becauss statistics of the
last forty years place the matter fairly
beyond doubt. The last censure of the
Dominion—10 years ago—gave an Indisn
population of 108,647, while the Indian
depariment’s report of last year places the
number at 122,5685. In the Maritime
provinces the increase has not been
relafively "as great as in the west, al-
though there is little doubt that the
stutistics are mure accurate here than
there. Of New Brunswick Indians
898 are Micmacs and 671 are Milicetes,
the largest set:lements of the former being
in Northumberland and Kent, snd of the
latter in Victoria and | York. The Mic-
macs of the Restigouche who number
562 and who live on the Quebec side of
that river opposite Campbeliton virtually
belong to this province. There are 169
Micmacs in Gaspe and a'l the Indians of
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick are of
that tribe so that the Micmacs of Canada
number at present 4,057 souls. The
Milicetes are much less numerous, there
being only 193 of that tribe in the pro-
vince of Quebec, but about 300 of the
Indians of eastern Maine are Milicetes.

New Bronswick Indians have fine
schools which are kept up at a cost to
the government at $1,190 a year. These
schools have 101 enrolled pupils aand an
average daily attendance of 59. Of the
pupils 76 are learning to read and spell,
51 are learning to writé, 84 are learning
arithmetic, 28 are learning geography, 29
grammar, 9 history, 23 music and siug-
ing and 63 drawing. They are all Roman
Catholic schools and the catechiem is
taught in them. It is evident thata
greater effort ought to be made to induce
:t.he Indian children to attend school, for
the proportion of pupils is, at present,
far too small to effect any great improve-
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ment in the condition of the Iudians by
means of the spread of edncation.
