Thirteen Portuguese fishermen from 
New Bedford, Mass., narrowly escaped 
death today When the fishing schooner 
Victor went to pieces on the south side 
of the Breakwater at the entrance to 
the new harbor. The crew of the Victor 
have been fishing hereabouts and last 
r.ight put into the inside of the Break­
water for a harbor of refuge. A south­
westerly gale blew up today and when 
the schooner attempted to leave its 
haven she missed tier way and smash­
ed against the side of the Breakwater. 
The Providence tug Orleans hastened 
to the sinking schooner. The crew of 
the Victor whose names are unknown, 
had all taken to the dories and al­
though In an exposed position they suc­
ceeded in reaching the side of the tug 
without mishap. The schooner is a to­
tal wretik.

BLOCK ISLAND, May 1.—The fish­
ing schooner Victor, of New Bedford, 
Mass., was smashed to pieces on the 
south side of the breakwater at the en­
trance of the new' harbor early today. 
Her crew of thirteen Portuguese flsh- 
ermeii of New Bedford had to take to 
their dories from which they were later 
picked ly by the tug Orleans of Provi- 
denct.

The Victor had been in adjacent wat­
ers on a fishing trip and lait night she 
came inside the breakwater for refuge 
from a southwesterly gale. Attempting 
to leave the haven early today the 
schooner mis-stayed and ran on to the 
southerly edge of the breakwater. 
Knough. of a sea was running to pound 
the vessel ta pieces and make it neces­
sary for the crew to hurry into their 
dories.The tug Orleans was nearby and 
picked them up without difficulty. The 
schooner is a total wreck. She was 
built forty years ago. She registerd 35 
tons.
