LADYSMITH LOSSES,

LONDON, Jan. 12.—The Daily Mail
says:

“We learn that in the attack on
Ladysmith last Saturday, Jan. 6, the
British losses were 14 cfficers killed
and 34 wounded, anG over.  £00 non-
commissioned officers and men Kkilled
or woundad.

“The Boer losses, we hear, are estl-
mated at between 2,000 and 3,000.

GENERAL REVIEW.

LONDON, Jan. 12.—The news from
South Africa grows less and less
every day. Not an item of import-
ance was received yesterday, aud the
latest date of amy telegram is Jan. 8.
Rumors Teisist at the clubs and else-
where that Gen. Buller is moving, but
they canmot be traced to any trust-
werthy source. There is still no re-
turn of . the casualties at Ladysmith
on Jan. 6. The newspapers’ statement
‘that the British lost over 800 while
the Boer losses numbered 2,600 can
only be. treated as a guess. 5

A telegram sent from Pretoria on
the morning of Jan. 6 reports that the
Boers, after severe fighting during the
night, “succeeded in storming the
plateau and ridge overhanging the
town and the British camps at Lady-
smith.” It does not refer to subse-
quent cperations.. The morning .lead-
ers’ military critic disposes of yester-
day’s rumors concerning Gen. Buller’s
health, which he says was traced to
its source. ‘Gen. Buller was suffering
frcm a trifling fever, from which he
has now recovered.

A despatch to the Times from Lor-
enzo Marquez explains the action of
the Portugucse auihorities in refus-
ing to allow any one to Cross the fron-
tier into Boer territory. An old law.
tong in abeyance has beeu revived
which compels every person leaving
Portuguese territory to obtain a pass-
pcrt signed by the governor. It is
understood - thiat the authorities insist
that applicants give guarantees
through their consuls that they are
not going to the Transvaal for the
purpose of fighting

DOCTORING LETTERS.

LONDON, Jan. 12, 4 a. m.—The
newspapers were reconciled during the
early days of the war to cable cen-
sorship, taking it for granted that
full narratives sent by mail would
supply all deficiencies. For some
weeks, however, even the mail corres-
pondence that has arrived in London
has shown signs of habitual scissoring
by. the censor. Pages are re-number-
ed +without chronological or logical
connection, leaving the happenings
described guite unintelligible in many
cases. The editors, acting possibly in
concert, are laying these facts before
the public and insisting that . they be
permitbed to know and to print the
facts. ‘The Dally Mail formally ac-
cuses the war office of “doctoring”

KRUGER’S FRIENDS.

LAWRENCE, Mass.,, Jan. 11.—The
movement to assist the Boers which
started in this city several weeks ago
culminated in a monster mass meeting
in City hail tonight. Leading citizens
of nearly every nationality were pre-
sent, including many public officials.
Mayor Leonard presided,
speakers were Rev. Geo. H. H. Young,
Joseph G. Smith of Lowell, Rev. John
M. Flemming, Rev. Geo. C. Mueller,
Dr. Teylor and Dr. Barker. The foi-
lowing resolutions were adopted at
ithe conclusion of the addresses:

“Resolved, that we express our sin-
cere friendship for the citizens of the
South African Republic, and we re-
joice in their brave and valiant defence
of their homes and their liberties
against e powerful and unscrupulous
foe.

“Resolved, that as citizens of a sis-
ter republic we pledge ourselves to
extend every aid and comfort, ‘consis-
tent with our citizenship,” to the gal-
lant Boers in their desperate struggle
against such terrible odds.

“Resolved, that we enter our most
solemn protest against any alliance,
secret or otherwise, between the gov-
ernment of the United States and that
of Great Britain, or any other mon-
archial power, and protest against any
so-called courtesies being extended to
the government of Great Britain by
our ecivil or military authorities at the
expense of the cause of human lberty
in South Africa.

“Resolved, that it is the earnest de-
gire of the citizens of the TUnited
States that our president shall defend
the dignity and integrity of the nation
and guard with jealons care our com-
mercial rights upon the high seas.

“Resolved, that a copy of these reso-
lutions be forwarded to the president
of the United States at Washington,
and also to President Paul Kruger of
the Transvaal.

LONDON VIEW.

LONDON, Jan. 12.—Although the
war office declines to confirm the re-
port that Lord Methuen has been re-
called to-England, inquiries made »dy
a correspondent at Methuen’'s home in
Wiltshire have elicited the informa-
tion thai, when he received his wound,
his horse threw him heavily, and
spinal and other injuries supervened.

“Today we wece up at 7 o,clock, had
breakfast, and at 3 were inspected by Major
Jones. This simply meant an inspection of
cur: quarters. which for the present is
the flower room of the exhibition buildings.
Here we get our meals and sleep, but in a
duy or two we are to kave our meals in the
large dining room under tke grand stand,
which will accommodate cver three hund-
1ed. We, however, will still sieep where we
are at present. We have no orders for to-
day at all.

“‘This morning Arnold and I went downm
to see the Montezama, where we met Capt.
Maunsell, who has charge of fitting the ves-
sel up, and Mr,  Sinclair, who is connectea
with the Eldar-Dempster line. The Montez
uma is a find vessel, only a few years old.
She is an enormous ship. The Sardinian is
about half her size. She is to.carry 570
horses and about 564 officers and men. The
Yorse stalls are aft. ‘The men’s quarters are
on the shelter deck forward, and occupy one
very. large“room. e ‘ate - to have ham-
mocks altogether; no bunks. The shelter o
deck is one very large roomi. They have
put in pieses of wood between the beams
to fasten hooks -~ to for hammocks. The
tables are to be fasteped to the stanchions
and so arrang:d that they can be - elevated
to the ceiling.: The saddlery, harness, etu.,
is 10 go in the second hatchway. Hooks are
to be put all around for our equipment. On
the main- deck is to be stored provisions,
ice, ‘etc: -One ‘of. the workmen told me thal
he. -@id nos think . the: ship- would be réady
for sea before the 21st. The people of Hah-
fax are treating us in royal style and there
arve 'to be several smokers for us. 3

“‘Arnold is very happy cn account of jusu
jeceiving a telegram saying that he can’
take his own horss. He will probably have
to go back to Suss2% for it. This mpr_ni‘ng
we were photographai on the exhibition
steps. It is not jikely that we will get our
khaki befors we cmbark, as room has been
made for it on the steamer.

«We are to have one battery of field ar-
tillery with us. The N. W. M. Police will
not leave for one week after we go.

«Last night I met Major Wynne of the
Montreal Garrison Artillery. He is ¢guarter-
master of the contingent.

“] should think our horses would: be here
in a day or two, but up %o now there has
been - absolutely nothing to do. We mighs
just as well have.been left in St. John. The
Y. M. C. A. here have a place boxed up for
us and I am going over in & few minutes
to see it. It is in another tuilding, near by.

“They .are feeding. us here like game
cocks and so far it has been a great big
picnic. From what 1 saw of the Montaz-
uma, we are certain of having good quar-
ters. Mr. Sinclair told me she was away
ahead of any of the English troopers. The
Sardinian tnok over a thousand men, and
we have only half that number, but of
course we have the horses. 1 asked Mr.
Sinclair about the rumors re fever aboard,
and he told me there was absolutely nothing
in it.
