It is argued that, under the present
system of transportation between Can-
ada and the West Indies, and through
the long chatn of middlemen between
the producer and consumer, the cost,
to the consumer, of the products of
these respective countries is largely in
excess of their actual value and re-
duces their consumption greatly be-
low that which should follow through
a reasonable margin of profit between
the producer and consumer.

The Canada West India Company
aimg to be co-operative in its nature
It will be composed primarily of local
produce and provision dealers
throughout Omtario, Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces and of those at
as many points in the tropics as shall
be comsidered practicable in the in-
terests of the company.
