Have Police Chief famish List of Elegibles, one meth­
od—Voluntary Registration and Posting of Lists 
in different city districts also suggested.

At the meeting of the Citizens’ Re­
cruiting Committee held yesterday af­
ternoon In the Board of Trade rooms 
several matters were 'dealt with In 
connection With the work of influenc­
ing recruiting upon a more extensive 
scale. W. C. Cross presided in the ab­
sence of the chairman and deputy 
chairman.

A. W. McMackin reported that he 
was making arrangements for giving 
addresses before the Knights of Py­
thias and that he would soon be in a 
position to deal with the matter more 
fully dn conjunction with Rev. R. J. 
Haughton. The committee on regis­
tration reported that D. McArthur 
would take up the matter with the 
chief of police with the object of ac» 
qui ring Information as to thoee men in 
the city who were physically fit and 
fulfilled requirements as to age and 
otherwise who had not already joined 
the colors. A member of the commit­
tee suggested that voluntary registra­
tion would be desirable.

Captain Tilley said that he did not 
look with favor on registration by 
means of the police. He thought that 
any registration should be official and 
conducted by the military authorities. 
It might be possible, he thought for 
the political parties to get together, 
and by means of reference to the list 
of voters and other means get the 
names of those who were fit or unfit, 
for service.

J. H. Barber suggested a system 
of registration such as is adopted in 
the old country which provides for 
the posting of lists of the men in the 
various districts and the gradual elim­
ination of the names of those who had 
been proved to be unfit for service 
The further consideration of the 
ious matters 'involved in regard to 
registration was left in the hands of 
the registration committee, D. McAr­
thur, A. M. Rowan and G. F. Fisher

J. L. Sugrue was asked to convey to 
the 'longshoremen the thanks of the 
committee for assenting to the propo­
sal to address the men.

Captain Tilley spoke at some length 
on the necessity of better organization 
in the province. He pointed out that 
about 3,300 men are still required to 
fill the ranks of the battalions already 
in course of formation, and that this 
number should, be forthcoming before 
other battalions could he put 
Initial basis. He remarked that he 
thought that at least two men in each 
county should be specially appointed 
to assist in recruiting and that he pro­
posed as provincial organizer to take 
up the matter with Col. Guthrie with 
the view of devising a scheme upon 
the lines he had in contemplation.

Says Business Houses Not Doing Part

E. A. Schofield spoke in detail upon 
the fact that representative business 
houses were not giving the assistance 
expected in the direction of giving en­
couragement to their employes to en­
list. He said he thought employers 
should take hold of the situation with 
more energy and from a business 
standpoint encourage the young men to 
engage for service at the front.

Rev. Mr. Haughton said he was of 
opinion that the employers of labor 
should get together and discuss re­
cruiting matters with the Citizens’ 
Committee on such days as might be 
agreed upon. It was decided that the 
committee of which W. C. Allison is 
chairman ehould go into these mat­
ters, J. L. Sugrue and E. A. Schofield 
being added to such committee.

Mr. Schofield called attention to the 
fact that Rev. M. Conron had been ad­
vanced to the rank of captain in the 
140th Battalion and asked that gentle­
man to address the meeting. In a brief 
speech Rev. Mr. Conron said he had 
entered the ranks as a private without 
thought or hope of promotion.
