JURY FAILED TO
REACH VERDICT

Court  Eliminated  Three
Counts in Indictment, Jury
Acquits in Four, But Could-
n't Agree on Eighth.

New York, March 23.—After delib-
erating fifty-four hours, and failing to
reach & verdict, the jury, which heard
the case of Jeremiah O'Leary, charg-
ed with violation of the Hspionage
Act, was discharged by Federal Judge
Hand at 5,65 o'clook today.

Of the eight counts in the indictment
three had been eliminated by the
court. The jury reported that it had
acquitted O'Leary, former editor of the
anti-British maegagine, Bull, of four
of/the remaining counts, but had been
unable to agree on the last.

The same was true in the ocase of
the Bull Publishing Company and Am-
eric#h Truth Society, co-defendants
with O'Leary,; but Adolphe Stern, busi-
ness manager of the magazine and
third co-defendant, was aocguitted on
all counts.
