Apart from the budget, the most
important measure of the session will
probably be the long promised bu:
much delayed Dominion Franchise
Act. This bill, the cardimal principle
of which is likely to be the substita-
tion of Dominion for Provincial lists,
will probably challenge considerable
opposition. Since 1885, when, under
the leadership of Edward Blaks, the
reformers foughi so bitterly againsi
Dominion 1lists, the policy of Provin-
clal dists has been traditiomal with
the Liberals, and they are almost cer-
twin to make a demonstration against
the Government's proposal. Nor are
they likely to acquiésce in that part
of the act which, it is understood, is
to provide for the digframnchisement
of deserters under the Military Ser-
vice Act, a provision bound to have
its effect upon the opposition vote in
certain sections of the country.
